Other

He wasn’t aware that the Building Codes was under Public Safety. He questioned funding for the unit. The new administration asked for a list of all Bureau Directors and who “serves at the pleasure of the Governor.” One of these positions is Acting Director Dick Dolby’s position that could be gone. 

A bill has been submitted to Legislature to repeal the entire building codes by Representative Lance Harvell (Farmington). 

A committee has been formed to review all regulatory processes and how they affect business in Maine.

Paul Becker advised that he had received questions from architects on the MUBEC. He indicated that the implementation date on the website is incorrect. Also the language that all towns are required to enforce MUBEC, which is not correct is on there. Kathy will check on this.
