REVIEW OF THE 8/16/12 MINUTES
Motion: Mike Pullen motioned to accept the minutes

FINANCIAL UPDATE
As of this date, there is $238.043.84 in the building codes surcharge account. 
CHAIR REPORT – RICH MCCARTHY
Plans review in the Fire Marshal’s Office (FMO) has picked up. They took in $6,000 + in this week for the surcharge account. Bangor is doing a large storage tower, EMMC project is back on for an addition to the hospital – 275 million project, estimated to be done in late 2013, early 2014. They are inserting a tower within the hospital. Wider variety of projects going, not just healthcare – stores, schools, etc. 
There will be some training held the first week of December hosted by the FMO, MBOIA and the Maine Fire Chiefs on the IEBC. An instructor will be coming from ICC to conduct the trainings – December 4th in Bangor and December 5th in Augusta. They are also looking to do a multi-training type of class on both fire code and building code which might be held in places like Saco, Augusta and northern Maine. Looking to engage architects and engineers through their respective Maine chapters to participate in these trainings. 
The FMO is losing Eric Ellis to retirement effective 10/313/2012. Eric has worked for 19 years with the sprinkler industry. He is now a certified Third-party inspector and is planning to move to Bradford. 

Several towns are having a hard time with having to do MUBEC. We don’t have a complete list yet of all the towns under 4,000 and their choice of adopting codes or not – they are not reporting it to us anyway. If they are adopting however, how are they enforcing the code? We plan to publish a separate list once we have the information. Towns over 4,000 should decide how they are going to enforce it. FMO will work with MMA to contact town managers to get this out. Banks and insurance companies will probably be asking those questions. Perhaps Richard Taylor (FMO) who does GIS maps might do one for building codes once we have this information. 
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UPDATE ON LEGISLATION - RICH
Rulemaking went back over to the AG’s office to be reviewed again and get the process going as we never got them back from the last session. Amendments and conflicts are going in as well. 
Legislature is not in session right now. The LCRED Committee will be a new group of faces and we won’t know who is on it until the Committees are assigned in January. Rich is putting together the letter for the mandatory/non-mandatory standards vote and other pieces like removing the 2009 version of the codes requirement in the original statute, so we can move ahead with adopting future versions of the code. Rich hasn’t heard of any major MUBEC bills upcoming. 

IEBC TAG MEETING RECOMMENDATIONS
The IEBC TAG met and reviewed Appendix A, Appendix B and Resource A to see if they should be included in the adoption of the IEBC. 

Appendix A – The TAG’s recommendation to the Board is to accept all of Appendix A, Chapter A-A5 and all referenced standards in its entirety for adoption. 

Appendix B – Given that Appendix B is not referenced in the IEBC, the TAG does not recommend adoption of Appendix B to the Board. 

Resource A – is just a reference that allows CEOs or design professionals to get some guidance. It would be part of the code, just not enforceable – an option as guidance. 

Appendix A vote:

*Remove the exclusion language in the Chapter that coincides with the IEBC. 

Motion: - Dick Lambert to amend the Rules to include Appendix A in the Rules.

Appendix B & Resource A vote:

Sidenote: Maine Human Rights Commission adopted the entire 2010 ADA Guidelines. In the past, they have adopted ie piecemeal. Send the Board a link to where it is and how it was adopted – get that from Rich. 

CONFLICT RESOLUTION DISCUSSION – power supplies for smoke detection – Rich

IRC Chap 3, Section R314.4 and IBC Chap 9, Section 907.2.11.4 vs NFPA 72 Chap 11, Sec 11.6.1 
Both the IRC & IBC require that smoke detection is required to be powered by the building wiring system. A newer version of NFPA 101 and 72 allow for five options for power supplies. Suggested resolution:  that NFPA standard should be followed because it provides more options for property owners installing required smoke detection. Current products on the market include a ten year lithium battery - $45 for a 10 yr battery that’s wireless and $35 for inter-connected smoke detection units. 
Motion: Marc Veilleux motioned that we support and go with the NFPA 72 to make it more efficient and affordable to put fire detection into place. 

Seconded: by Rick Karg

Vote: Unanimous 
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Conflict Tree:  What is the intent of the Conflict? Does the more restrictive improve health, life safety etc? No.  Does the less restrictive meet industry standards? Yes. So we go with the NFPA 72, less restrictive. The Conflict with the IBC
Motion: Rick Karg made the motion to table for now discussion on the conflict with the IBC.

AMENDMENT DISCUSSION – Rich
IBC - 2009 Sec 3004, page 554 was omitted from the adopted version of the Building Code, but the elevator Code ASME A17.1 - 2007 Chap 30 2.1.4 Control of Smoke and Hot Gases specifically refers Hoist Vents to the Building Code. Section 3004 should be added back into the Code to give ventilation guidance to the Industry. Should the entire Chapter 30 be put back into the codes or just Sec 3004?  Decision to send this to John Burpee, Chief Elevator inspector to look at all of Chapter 30 and give his recommendations to the Board.
