Each municipality will receive a single copy of these documents when the CEO attends training events sponsored by SPO, in some cases the document will be in the form of an “eCode.”
Additional copies may be purchased directly from ICC “International Code Council.”
Purchasing the codes is not as costly for “Members of ICC.”
