Meeting began at 2:15 pm, with a brief discussion by Cliff Wells on the status of the CAD project. Training is currently taking place for the Operators, and will begin soon for the State Police, Warden’s Service and Marine Patrol on the use of the mobile application. We anticipate a “go live” date sometime toward the end of July.

Cliff then informed the Board of the staffing levels in Gray and Augusta, and the efforts to fill several vacant positions in both centers.

There was then a brief discussion regarding the move of the Orono Barrack to the Bangor International Airport. Our focus was on the timing of the installation of the MS CommNet system, and also the installation of E911 equipment.

There was also a brief discussion regarding E911 surcharges and the expected overlay of the NextGen911 system and the current system.

Bob Gasper also mentioned that there is going to be some more Verizon cellular calls moved from the Gray and Orono RCCs to local PSAPs. Col Williams asked what can be done to have some of those call rerouted back to the State PSAPs, and Bob stated that it probably would not happen, because they (PUC) were following the wishes of the Utilities Committee and the legislation based on the Kimball report to move cellular calls to the local centers.
