Meeting Minutes

· Bob Gasper made a motion to accept the minutes of March 10 and 24, 2008, second by Lavana, all in favor

Technology

· Bob Gasper asked if this is the only DPS  location that is running two different CAD systems, and Cliff said that it was.

· Everett Flannery wanted to know if IMC had made contact with Emile Poulin on the issue of running 27 and 28s direct through IMC. It is not know, but Cliff will look into it. (As of Monday, April 14, 2008, IMC had not called Emile).

· Tom Howker reported that they will be replacing PCs in Gray on April 15, 2008. Those machines are old and causing problems and need to be replaced.

· Lavana Snyder spoke of a meeting that will be held at OIT next week to discuss the call out/notification process during failures, and also backup concerns.

Budget

· Janet Richards had reported that HR had received the range change on the ECSS and ECS positions and had not received notice on the stipend that became effective on January 1, 2008. She also stated that the Service Center will be working to refigure the new per position rate for the Bureau.

· Janet went on to discuss the legislation that is being worked on, LD 2265 would lower the telephone surcharge for E 9-1-1 from $.50 to $.30, and LD 2279, sponsored by Sen. Mitchell would require towns to have a contract for PSAP services and requires them to pay their provider of  those services.

· Bob Devlin discussed the history on LD 2279, and the resolutions that have been circulated in the towns in Kennebec County.
