Item Seven on the Agenda: Committee Reports
A. Complaint Committee:  Ms. Linda Smithers

Ms. Smithers reported that the committee had met concerning several cases.  She requested to go into Executive Session later in the meeting to review the recommendation of those cases.  Ms. Smithers stated that part two of the committee meetings were dedicated to putting together the Complaint Review Committee Policy which was sent to the members in an e-mail.  Director Rogers also provided a written copy in the board packet.  Ms. Smithers invited any comments regarding the policy.  Ms. Smithers posed the question as to whether to include a fiscal component with reinstatement and Deputy Chief Amy Berry suggested the wording “an amount to be determined by the board” should be included.  Elizabeth Ward Saxl asked if anyone in the Attorney General’s Office had reviewed the policy. Brian MacMaster stated that Assistant Attorney General Bill Fisher had been working on it.

B. Administrative Rules Committee: Deputy Chief Amy Berry

Deputy Chief Amy Berry stated that the Administrative Rules Committee met in the morning and the first item presented to the board is the handout ELECTRONIC SPEED MEASUREMENT DEVICE OPERATOR CERTIFICATE Specification S-40.   Deputy Chief Amy Berry pointed out some minor changes made to the specification since its origin back in March of 2009.  David Tyrol made a clarification regarding requirement number six and the intent of using just the LIDAR as opposed to both RADAR and LIDAR as a cost saving device for the departments.

Deputy Chief Amy Berry stated that the committee did not have anything to offer for an update on the BLETP waiver specification. The committee will be looking at some new items in the future including writing the Pre-service Officer Training Certification Specification to coincide with the new LEPS curriculum, so that the training listed is equivalent.  Another specification to be revised will be one that deals with the Federal Officers limited authority to enforce Maine Law. 

C. Law Enforcement Training Committee: Ms. Linda Smithers

Ms. Linda Smithers stated that the committee met after the last board meeting and spent time with Mr. Tim Peabody, a professor at Unity College and the former Colonel of the Maine Warden Service.  Unity College is now offering a seasonal law enforcement training program that is a 400-hour program.  It was the hope that some collaboration would occur so that a comparison could be made with the academy’s LEPS program, but that did not occur. The committee will not be meeting today. 

D. Corrections Training Committee:  Associate Commissioner Harold Doughty

Associate Commissioner Harold Doughty reported that the committee has made progress.  The committee met several times with Eric Parker and David Tyrol and decided to take a new approach by revising the process in which information is gathered from the subject matter experts.  Associate Commissioner Doughty expressed his confidence that the new process will work better, then asked David Tyrol to elaborate.

David Tyrol stated that he discovered part of the issue when information is coming in from the subject matter experts is that the committee has not been clear about its expectations of what that information needs to be.  The committee has had a trial run with a mind mapping program to brainstorm ideas and put down into writing.  These details will be the necessary information that the committee is seeking from the subject matter experts for the corrections lesson plans.  The committee has another work session scheduled for June 18th. 
E.  Policy Standards Committee:  Mr. James Ferland

Director Rogers stated that the committee is working on the Domestic Violence Policy to conform it to the Board standards.

James Birt reported that he and Debra Annese spent the week of May 17 through May 21, 2010 observing and evaluating the FBI Instructor Development course in Portland in order to make a determination as to whether they thought the course was comparable to the academy’s Methods of Instruction course.  Mr. Birt referred to a handout that he and Debra Annese had created which detailed these observations for the purpose of the board’s reference.  Mr. Birt reported on the major points of comparison, making a clear case that the FBI class did not equal the components academy’s class on observations of classroom instruction, coaching, student presentation time and homework.
