Ms. Linda Smithers reported that the Law Enforcement Training Committee met after the last Board meeting. Ms. Smithers reported that the committee is still working on parts of the new program and looking at out-of-state waivers. She also reported that the committee intended to meet again after the board meeting today.
D. Corrections Training Committee:  Associate Commissioner Harold Doughty

Associate Commissioner Bud Doughty reported that the committee is making progress, however there may need to be some reassignments made for some of the subject matter experts who have not completed their submissions on time. 

E.  Policy Standards Committee:  Mr. James Ferland

Mr. James Ferland reported that the committee is working on the draft for Domestic Violence policy standards and made a request to the Complaint Committee to be included in the development process before a final draft is completed and brought before the board for approval. Ms. Linda Smithers concurred with the proposal. 

Item Eight on the Agenda:  Report from the Board Chairman

Chairman MacMaster reported that he and the director had attended the Maine Chiefs winter meeting in February, and the board workshop.  Chairman MacMaster also reported that he attended the complaint committee meeting.. 

The Chairman reported that he and the director and the assistant director had met to start reviewing a proposal to the legislature to make some changes to 25 M.R.S.A., chapter 341, the portion of the statute that pertains to the academy.  
Item Nine on the Agenda:                Report from the Director

1. General Items: 

· Chairman Brian MacMaster was awarded the Maine Chiefs of Police Association awards at the February 2010 Awards banquet in S. Portland:  The “Presidents Award” and the “Outstanding Contribution to Law Enforcement by a Law Enforcement Officer Award.” 

· I addressed the Maine Chiefs of Police Association and the Maine Sheriffs Association in February on the statutory change requirements regarding the mandatory policies on Death Investigations, Mental Illness and Involuntary Commitment, and the Use of Physical Force.  The policies are now on the MCJA website to download.  In May of this year, I will send to all LE agencies a memo for the CLEO’s to attest that their agency have implemented these new policies, as well as sending the Academy a copy of the policies for the agency file.

· One of the handouts is the updated version of the MCJA Board Bylaws.  Please toss the old ones out of the notebooks that you received at the Board Retreat.  For those Board members receiving your notebooks today, I have already replaced them.

2.  Basis Law Enforcement Training Program (BLETP):

· The 18th BLETP started on started on January 19, 2010 and will end on May 21, 2010.  The class started with 47 Cadets and we are at 44 at this point.  2 Cadets left at the beginning of the 2nd week by not showing up. We were unable to do exit interviews.  I terminated another Cadet after the 3rd week for a lying incident.  After 7 weeks, the staff has done the first 6-week sit down evaluation and we only see some minor issues with 3 individuals.  This should be corrected at the next 6-week evaluations.
· Dep. Michael Tuminaro, a 2-year contract Cadre from Kennebec County SO has resigned 2 weeks ago to take a job with Winslow PD as a patrolman.  At this point, I will fill the slot starting for the August class with a former Maine Warden Cadre.
· We are planning a road trip to SBI and the Augusta RCC sometime during this class.  For future classes we will try to work in a day for road trip visits, to SBI, the RCC, the Crime Lab and possibility the ME’s office. 
3.  MCJA Budget Issues:   
· At this point, the Academy is still in good shape as to State budget cuts because we have no General Funds.
· Under New Business, I would like to Board vote to officially accept a $200,000 grant from the Justice Assistance Council for a training records management database system.  See handout. 

4. Other Issues:

· After review by the Crash Reconstruction Certification Advisory Committee and their recommendation, I had to suspend the Traffic Crash Reconstruction certification on 9 officers because they did not meet the standards, as outlined in Specification S-21.  These would be for officer retirements from the program.  See handout.
· After review by the K-9 Advisory Board and their recommendation, I did not have to suspend and K-9 Team certifications for non-compliance for training or field trial tests, as outlined in Specification S-23, S-23A and S-24, however I did send out 42 letters regarding late training documentation.  Evidently, the K-9 handlers got the message because all sent their documentation in.  I did suspend 11 K-9 team certifications because of officer retirement from the program or death of the K-9.  I have provided a handout outlining the entire K-9 program.  See handout. 

· Eric has completed his recording and analysis of the law enforcement and correctional agency annual reports.  We now have all agency reports in, however of the 194 agencies, 67 of the reports were late or 34%.

· Under "New Business" I am recommending that 3 officers be decertified for non-complaint of the 2009 mandatory Training standards.  See handout.    They are:  

1. Aaron Gordon – Franklin County SO – P/T LEO

2. James Irving – Washington County Jail – F/T CO

3. Matthew Nadeau – Islesboro PD – P/T LEO
