ELECTRONIC SPEED MEASUREMENT DEVICE OPERATOR CERTIFICATE
Specification S-40
Purpose

The purpose of this specification is to train law enforcement officers in the use of ESMD (Electronic Speed Measurement Devices).

Procedure

The program will consist of an instructional course of classroom and field training using the model curriculum developed by the NHTSA (National Highway Traffic Safety Administration) and IPTM (Institute of Police Technology and Management) as approved by the Director.  Upon successful completion of the course, at the request of the Department Head, the operator will be issued a Certificate of Competency.

Requirements

1. Be a Maine certified law enforcement officer; and
2. Final examination score of at least 80%; and
3. Set up and check calibration, both internal and external, by factory guidelines with 100% accuracy, for both RADAR (Radio Detecting And Ranging) and LIDAR (Light Detection And Ranging) units;

4. Provide evidence of certification of tuning forks within the past year (two forks required per moving set) for RADAR units;

5. For RADAR - conduct twenty (20) visual speed estimates (10 stationary + 10 moving) with an average deviation of no greater than ± five (5) miles per hour of the true speed.  For LIDAR – demonstrate ten (10) target acquisitions and speed readings with an average deviation of no greater than ± five (5) miles per hour of the true speed.  Provide evidence to the satisfaction of the MCJA (Maine Criminal Justice Academy) or its designated ESM instructors.  Reporting shall be done on the standard form currently used in application for certificate of competency;
6. If an operator is a currently certified RADAR operator- Score at least 80% on the final examination, and demonstrate ten (10) LIDAR target acquisitions and speed readings with an average deviation of no greater than ( five (5) miles per hour of the true speed.
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
