· Identify how law enforcement officers’ behavior can either positively or negatively impact sexual assault victims;
· Describe how to respond to sexual assault calls;
· Discuss the importance of obtaining resources to assist both the officer and the victim;
· Identify and secure the crime scene;
· Conduct a preliminary interview with the victim;
· Explain the medical forensic examination to a victim;
· Put steps into action to identify and locate the suspect;
· Discuss controversial issues related to special investigative techniques;

· Describe each the Sexual Assault Response Team roles.
