Games of Chance:

Who may conduct the event?

· Only members of the licensee may conduct the games (Dealers, etc).

How many licenses are needed?

· Each game requires its own license.  For example, if you have three poker tables, two blackjack tables and one wheel you would need five licenses.

What is the cost of a license?

· Each license is $15.00 and is valid for one week (Sunday through Monday) or $60.00 per month or $700.00 per year.

Can a game be open to the public?

· A licensed game of chance in which the general public has access may be open once every three months for a period not to exceed three consecutive days. 

What is the maximum amount that may be bet?

· The bet limit is $1.00 per any one chance.  A chance is one hand of cards, the roll of dice or the spin of the wheel in which a winner or loser is determined.

What if the organization provides chips for in exchange for an entrance fee?

· The bet limit would be determined by counting chips.  Each chip would be worth the same amount based on the entrance fee divided by the number of chips provided to the player regardless of any designated value given to the chip by the club.  For example, if the organization provided 1,000 chips for an entrance fee of $50.00.  That would mean that each chip would have a value of $0.05.  A player in this scenario could only have a maximum of 20 chips at risk for any one chance (Hand of Cards, Roll of Dice or Spin of Wheel).  The chips maintain their intrinsic value from the beginning to the end of the event.

What types of Wheel Games are allowed?

· The only wheel game that is allowed in one that stands upright.  The wheel that lies flat is not an allowable game.

What is the age limit for players?

· No persons under the age of 18 years may take part in a game of chance, for a game that is conducted at a festival-style event that is designed to attract players less than 18 years of age and awards a non-monetary prize valued at less than $10.00 for every chance played.
