Congress has passed, and the President has signed, the Continuing Appropriations Resolution, 2010 (Public Law 111-68). Section 163 of the resolution provides as follows:
“None of the funds made available by this joint resolution or any prior Act may be provided to the Association of Community Organizations for Reform Now (ACORN), or any of its affiliates, subsidiaries, or allied organizations.”
Please be advised that, effective immediately, no new subgrant, contract, or subcontract under an Office of Justice Programs (OJP) award may be made to or with ACORN or any of its affiliates, subsidiaries, or allied organizations without advance written approval from OJP. 
If, under an OJP award, you already have in place a subgrant, contract, or subcontract with ACORN or any of its affiliates, subsidiaries, or allied organizations, please advise your OJP grant manager in writing within 10 business days of the date of this message.
