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BREATH TESTING DEVICE INSTRUCTOR CERTIFICATION

Specification S-8
Purpose:

To establish certification requirements and procedures to assure the Board that Breath Testing Device (BTD) instructors who are certified meet minimum qualifications as to training, education, experience, effectiveness and moral character.  

Requirements:

A. The applicant must be employed as a full-time or part-time law enforcement officer or a

full-time correctional officer and designated a BTD instructor by the agency.  
B. The applicant must successfully complete the BTD Instructor Development Program
as approved by the Board or a similar course.
C. The applicant will be monitored instructing an Academy approved unit of instruction in the BTD operator program.  The Academy staff will evaluate the applicant’s competency.
D. The applicant shall be recommended to the Board by the Academy staff.

E. The instructor certificates shall be issued for a period of three (3) years and run concurrent with the candidate’s BTD operator certificate.
Procedures:

A. The applicant will apply on approved forms submitted with required material to the Academy.
B. The application and material will be reviewed by the Academy staff for recommendation to the Board.  The applicant may appeal the Academy staff’s findings to the Academy Director;

C. BTD Instructors who maintain employment as a full-time or part-time law enforcement officer or a full-time correctional officer may apply for renewal of certificates every three (3) years on submission of the following:

1. Documentation of instructing or assisting with the instruction of at least three (3) Academy approved BTD operator programs during the three (3) year certification, OR;
2. Documentation of assisting a lead BTD instructor for a minimum of ten (10) hours during BTD training for the Basic Law Enforcement Training Program.    

D. Certified BTD instructors who fail to meet the following standards, shall be placed in a
suspended or inactive status by the Academy Director:
1. Must hold an active BTD Operator certification.
             2.   
Must accurately submit proper certification and recertification paperwork to the MCJA for processing within 15 days of the BTD course completion (re-certifications must be submitted prior to November 30th of each year).
3.  
Must follow BTD program curriculum guidelines.
