Eligibility Criteria for State Economically Disadvantaged Funds – Economically disadvantaged students means students who are eligible for FREE or REDUCED price meals or FREE milk or both pursuant to State Law:  20-A MRSA §15672(3).


Examples:


If a family of 2 earns $19,205 yearly, this family WOULD MEET eligibility criteria under Free Lunch since the yearly family income is less than $20,709.  





If a family of 4 earns $56,555 yearly, this family WOULD NOT MEET eligibility criteria since the yearly family income is in excess of $44,863.
