Introduction
The following instructions are for the IASA Annual Performance Narrative Report Form (page G-7) that will be the 2001-2002 report of your IASA federal grant expenditures for Title IA, Title IC, Title II, Title IV, and Title VI.  The format for the IASA Annual Performance Report (G-7) is in a consolidated format to match the IASA Annual Application used to apply for the funds. 	Project 2 (Title IA)

Fully implement the Reading Recovery Program throughout the district.
	All students who are eligible for Reading Recovery services in Grade 1 will receive a full 20 week program.  80% will successfully discontinue the program.  90% of discontinued students will demonstrate satisfactory progress on district assessments.

	Sixty-eight students participated in the Reading Recovery Program.  Sixty students successfully completed the full 20 week program and were discontinued.  This is 88%.  Of the sixty students who were discontinued, 56 have demonstrated satisfactory progress on district assessments and the others are continuing to get support in literacy groups.  .


	Project 10 (Title IV)

Offer smoking cessation program at high school


	Of the 20 students who enroll in the teen smoking cessation class, 18 (90%) will successfully quit smoking cigarettes.  Sixteen (80%) will still be ex-smokers three months later.

	Nineteen students participated in the teen smoking cessation program.  Sixteen successfully completed the program and stopped smoking.  This was 84%.  All 16 have remained tobacco-free four months later.  The program was very successful.  Next year we hope to have a larger class because we got a lot of feedback which will help us to market the program better to teens.


	Project 5 (Title II)

Alignment of the science curriculum, instructional strategies and assessments with Maine’s Learning Results.
	A team of eight teachers will complete in-depth training in the analysis and development or adaptation of science units aligned with the Learning Results and best practice.  Analysis of their work, using a rubric defining high alignment, will document high quality in the science units developed/adapted.

	Eight teachers have completed the training in analysis and development of science units.  They have completed the work on four units, one each for grade levels 5, 6, 7, and 8.  The units were analyzed for alignment with the Learning Results and best practice.  Necessary modifications were made based on this analysis.  These units will now be used with students and the effects on student learning will be monitored.  Based on this information, modifications will be made if necessary.  Additional work at each grade level will continue with these eight teachers serving as mentors.

Background:

The Benchmark Work Group calibrated performance benchmarks for commonly used measures of students’ text-reading skills including Basal Readers, Reading Recovery Levels, Reading Inventories, Guided Reading Levels, Developmental Reading Assessment Levels, the Developmental Guide to Early Literacy and the O’Donnell-Wood.  Their recommendations for Title 1A student performance are based upon recommended performance for all primary students.

How to Read the Text-reading Benchmark Chart:

Guides and assessments, such as Reading Inventories (ARI, IRI) and the Developmental Reading Assessment Tool (DRA), are listed across the top of the form.  Grade levels are listed from top to bottom.  To see the expected text reading levels for a single assessment or measure, find the measure and read the form from top to bottom.  To see a calibration of all assessments/measures at a particular grade level, find the grade level and read the chart from left to right.  

Expected mid-year performance (January) is found in the top triangle and expected spring performance is found in the bottom triangle.  In instances where there is no benchmark for a measure, the triangle is left blank.   

How to Use the Chart:

This chart is not a cookbook.  It was developed to provide guidance and technical assistance to teachers, schools and districts that are establishing performance benchmarks or are just beginning the dialogue about expected student performance.

Some ways this chart may be used are to:

calibrate performance levels between some commonly used measures throughout the state;

begin to align early reading results with the MEA;

use local results to examine student outcomes at the classroom, school and district level.  Think of your results as meeting the standard if students reach the level articulated; partially meeting the standard if student performance falls below the levels articulated or exceeds the standard if students move beyond the articulated performance levels;

use local assessment results to report student progress as part of the Adequate Yearly Progress measure.  Schools and or districts may adopt these benchmarks; and if they do, they will be able to report school results with MEA scores.
