Request for AYP review based on Title I students 


To determine if an elementary school or a secondary school that is conducting a targeted assistance program under section 1115 of the No Child Left Behind Act should be identified for school improvement, corrective action, or restructuring under this section, a local educational agency may choose to review the progress of only the students in the school who are served, or are eligible for services, under this part.

Only Title 1 schools with Targeted Assistance programs that were on Monitor or CIPS status for school year 2011-12 and did not make AYP on the 2011-12 AYP report are eligible for this review. Students included in this review would be any student in grades 2-7 in 2010-11 who received Title I services at any time during the 2010-11 school year and any students, based on the school’s selection policy, who would have been eligible but did not receive services.
Before an LEA requests this alternative review on behalf of a Title I school, please consider the following:

· Did the school have at least 20 Title 1 served students or Title 1 eligible students in 2009-10?
· Will those students achieve the 2011-12 AYP proficiency targets of 75% in reading and 70% in math, or make those targets by the confidence interval?

· If the Title I students did not meet the targets, did they show progress to make AYP by safe harbor? 
· Did the school provide Title I services in 2009-10? This data will be necessary to calculate for Safe Harbor.
· Will any subgroups within the group of Title I students make AYP by the target, confidence interval or safe harbor? For example, will a group of 20 or more economically disadvantaged Title 1 students make AYP?   Title 1 students are disaggregated and reviewed in all appropriate subgroups.
· Will the Title I group make AYP in both reading and math?
If the answer is yes for the considerations listed above, both please complete the process described on page 2.  
Please note: The Title 1 review will be based on the students coded in the Title I field in Infinite Campus State Edition.  Additionally, the request form must include a list of any students who were Title 1 eligible but not served. These students would not be coded as Title 1 in Infinite Campus.  Schools should refer to Infinite Campus and local records to identify students for this alternative AYP review.

TITLE I—IMPROVING THE ACADEMIC ACHIEVEMENT OF THE DISADVANTAGED

PART A — IMPROVING BASIC PROGRAMS OPERATED BY LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES


SEC. 1116. Academic assessment and local educational agency and school improvement
(b) SCHOOL IMPROVEMENT-

(1) GENERAL REQUIREMENTS-

 (D) TARGETED ASSISTANCE SCHOOLS- To determine if an elementary school or a secondary school that is conducting a targeted assistance program under section 1115 should be identified for school improvement, corrective action, or restructuring under this section, a local educational agency may choose to review the progress of only the students in the school who are served, or are eligible for services, under this part.

SEC. 1115. Targeted Assistance Schools
 (b) ELIGIBLE CHILDREN-

(1) ELIGIBLE POPULATION-

(A) IN GENERAL- The eligible population for services under this section is — 

(i) children not older than age 21 who are entitled to a free public education through grade 12; and

(ii) children who are not yet at a grade level at which the local educational agency provides a free public education.

(B) ELIGIBLE CHILDREN FROM ELIGIBLE POPULATION- From the population described in subparagraph (A), eligible children are children identified by the school as failing, or most at risk of failing, to meet the State's challenging student academic achievement standards on the basis of multiple, educationally related, objective criteria established by the local educational agency and supplemented by the school, except that children from preschool through grade 2 shall be selected solely on the basis of such criteria as teacher judgment, interviews with parents, and developmentally appropriate measures.
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
