Workshop Description:

This day will look at the use of nonfiction as a vehicle for modeling comprehension strategies, using graphic organizers and building up reading strategies in general for students in grades 3-6. 

We will explore how nonfiction can engage and motivate students to want to investigate text and continue to read.  By modeling the nonfiction elements of text, we can enhance students’ ability to approach all nonfiction reading in the content areas.   Hands on activities and materials will be provided as a foundation for application and interaction.
