Title I Primer: Fiscal Requirements

With all the focus on the new requirements of No Child Left Behind (NCLB), it’s critical to remember that the basic fiscal requirements of Title I still apply and must be complied with. These requirements - comparability, maintenance of effort, and supplement not supplant - have been a part of Title I since its inception. However, as a result of new fiscal constraints imposed by the costs of NCLB, as well as the far-reaching nature of NCLB requirements, “supplement not supplant” has recently received significant new interpretations.
