COMPARABILITY REQUIREMENTS

Local educational agencies (LEAs) with multiple attendance areas applying for grants under Title IA of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA) have a requirement in Section 1120A to submit reports to determine that "State and local funds will be used in the district of such agent to provide services in project areas which, taken as a whole, are at least comparable to services being provided in areas of such district which are not receiving funds under this title...”   Districts are considered to have multiple attendance areas if there is more than one school serving the same grade span and if the basic factor for determining what school the children attend is their place of residence.

Current requirements for Comparability specify that a district must meet either the staff/student ratio requirement or the cost per pupil requirement.  Since the staff/student ratio information is likely to be much more readily available, you may want to do the calculations for staff/student ratios first.  If there is no problem, the salary data need not be computed or reported.

Please note that the need to meet the comparability requirements also extends to school districts that declare all their schools eligible.  Any school with 100 or less students is exempt from comparability requirements.  In the event that the district is not comparable by any of the available standards, contact the State Title IA Office immediately to determine steps that can be taken to continue the unreduced flow of Title IA funds.

Worksheets and other source documents used in the development of these reports should be retained along with the current year’s NCLB Consolidated Application for possible audit.

Definitions for Worksheets

Full time equivalent (FTE) Staff:  Determine the number of full-time instructional staff paid with state/local resources.  Include teachers, administration, and auxiliary personnel (guidance, art, music, physical education/health, librarians, and educational technicians).  DO NOT INCLUDE TITLE IA AND SPECIAL EDUCATION STAFF.  Prorate each part-time staff person to the nearest tenth and add to full-time staff to determine the total FTE for all instructional staff.  You must use the same standard and definition of instructional staff and FTE across all schools.

Salaries:  Enter the total amount of state and local resources spent on salaries only, no benefits, for the staff members included in the FTE Staff count.  Do not include any portion of salaries paid from federal funds, other than funds for which the LEA is not required to give accounting to the Federal government
