Appendix 1  A crosswalk between the Maine Training and Development Standards and the NCLB Plan Elements.

There are at least three regulations or statues that are at work regarding professional development.  Maine State Revised Act Chapter 125 requires that each school administrative unit shall have a Comprehensive Education Plan (Section 4).  A component within the Comprehensive Education Plan is the school administrative unit’s personnel plan (Section 4.02 E. 3.)  That section further requires that the system’s Training and Development System be aligned with standards established in Section 8.08.

Five standards compose the System for Training and Development.

A. The System is based on continuous improvement of each individual, of the school, and of the school administrative unit:

B. The System focuses on practices that raise the academic performance of students on the content standards of the system of Learning Results and enhance student development;

C. The System is aligned with other goals in the Comprehensive Education Plan and integrates individual development, building goals, and school administrative unit goals;

D. The System is driven by information from local, state, and national resources for planning, implementation, and evaluation; and

E. The System defines relevant roles for all stakeholders.

Placeholder phrases for these are:

A. Continuous Improvement

B. Focus on Results

C. Organizational Alignment

D. Use of Research Data

E. Participation.

Aligning this set of standards with the elements of a plan including needs assessment of No Child Left Behind is necessary.  The matrix that follows is an attempt at this.  

It is important to note that each of the No Child Left Behind Plan Elements can legitimately be aligned with the Maine Training and Development Quality Standards.
