The work of the Ch. 33 Review Committee

On this day I met with Commissioner Faherty regarding the request for authorization that the Committee suggested to her.  She declined to sign it, in part because a formal authorization is not needed, and in part because the stakeholder invitation letters she signed this day indicated her intention.
The Commissioner asked me to disseminate this memo to clarify her intention that the Ch. 33 Review Committee is designated as the procedural means for workflow and accountability for the following matters involving Me. Dept. of Ed. Reg. 33:

1. Reviewing alleged violations pursuant to the protocol that the Committee has established, and as it may be amended, and preparing responses for the Commissioner’s review;
2. Convening a stakeholder group according to the invitations signed this day to receive information, ideas, and needs for clarity in Ch. 33.  The Committee shall present the information it receives, along with suggestions it may have, to the Commissioner for further internal Departmental review.  The Committee shall report to the Commissioner periodically as to its progress and by January 10, 2011, as to the revisions to Reg. 33 it may suggest.
