The discussion will include the specific details of the rule changes, the process for billing and the reimbursement rates.

Career & Technical Education

Math-in-CTE

Math-in-CTE is a program developed by the National Research Center for Career & Technical Education (NRCCTE) with the purpose of improving mathematics skills in Career and Technical Education (CTE) students.   Extensive research by the NRCCTE has proven this program to be effective in raising mathematics scores of CTE students.  Math-in-CTE relies on high quality professional development for CTE-mathematics teacher partners, who together attend ten days of training (five in summer) and collaborate to develop successful CTE lesson plans that enhance the mathematics already present in the curriculum.  Mathematics teacher partners participating in this program benefit from curricular mapping/lesson development activities as well as gaining a better understanding of the practical applications of the mathematics which they teach in their own classrooms.  Maine plans to implement the Math-in-CTE model in 2010-2011, starting with five days of training on July 12-16, 2010 at Sunday River.  For this first year, CTE programs areas of carpentry and welding/metals/machine tool will be addressed.

Alignment with Common Core Standards

Early Care & Learning and CDS in Transition

This roundtable will include an overview of the Birth- Five Early Learning initiatives that the DOE is involved in, including public preschool development and the reorganization of Child Development Services (CDS.)  Participants will have an opportunity to share innovations from their home communities, ask questions and discuss how schools can influence and become a hub of community efforts that support families with children birth-five and increase school readiness efforts.

Improving Graduation Rates

Juvenile Firesetter Prevention Commission
Juvenile Set Fires

The occurrence of juvenile set fires is both pervasive and an incredibly destructive event.  Each year, fires set by juveniles, attributed to varied motivations, account for a large percentage of injuries, property damage and even death in the State of Maine.  From 2000 to date, there have been 2,531 juvenile set fires that account for 14 deaths, 115 injuries to civilians and fire service personnel.  In addition to the deaths and injuries, these juvenile set fires were responsible for $40,787,684.00 in property loss.  To address this problem a statewide collaborative established by an Executive Order of the Governor will work to address the problem.  

Maine Learning Technology Initiative 

Maine Course Pathways

Maine Course Pathways (MCP), a collaboration between MDOE and the Educational Policy Improvement Center (EPIC), is a school-wide high school curriculum review, centered on the course syllabus. The goal of the project is to help high schools validate curriculum and academic programs while maintaining local control over the content and course offerings. The roundtable discussion will focus on the MCP project tools that help high schools ensure that all students have multiple opportunities to learn, practice, and demonstrate all of Maine’s Learning Results.
