Resolve, To Evaluate the All-payor Claims Database System for the State

Minutes of 5/10/2012 Stakeholder Workgroup meeting

The Stakeholder Workgroup  met from 10-12am in Room 600 of the Cross Office Building. A conference line was available for those not able to attend in person. Introductions were made (a list of attendees is available separately on the Maine.gov/hit LD 1818 webpage). The first item of business was introduced by Jim Leonard. Concerns had been raised by a  workgroup member about whether the co-chair represented a conflict of interest to serve because he represents a payor of healthcare. The question of conflict of interest was raised. A vote was held and the workgroup voted to uphold the results of the original vote with one member opposing. The co-chairs; Josh Cutler, M.D. and Colin McHugh were installed.
Dr. Cutler led a discussion about the charge to the Stakeholder Workgroup by reviewing the four questions asked in the resolve. The elephant in the room was identified during this discussion as the use and regulation of clinical data for future use with administrative data. Agreement was made that question #3 having to do with protected health information (PHI) will be brought through the Legal Work Group (LWG) of the Office of the State Coordinator and discussed at the August meeting of the Stakeholder Workgroup. Karynlee Harrington, Dirigo Health Agency has been working with a stakeholder work group on the area of attribution. Karynlee requested that the work of that stakeholder group be brought back into the Stakeholder Workgroup for consideration in its recommendations.

Questions about the capacity of HealthInfoNet’s ability to link clinical and administrative data were asked. The answer is not known at this time. A question was asked about whether we could drive the limitations/restrictions into the legal review being done by the LWG? Another question was raised about the timliness of data coming from public payors, i.e. MaineCare and Medicare as this issue has a significant impact on the ability of a timely APCD to be available. We were also presented with a request from Katherine Pelletreau, representing health plans to present on behalf of her constituency at the July meeting. 
Presentations were made by four contributors to the All Payor Claims Database (APCD); MHDO, Onpoint Health Data, the Data Processing Center, and Office of Information Technology. Slide decks of the presentations are posted on www.maine.gov/hit in the LD 1818 section. The purpose of the four presentations were to provide a common level of information to the Stakeholder Workgroup. The June Meeting will be held on 6/14 at HealthInfoNet, 125 Presumpscot St., Portland. The group discussed the time needs to complete the work and number of meetings left. It was decided that meetings would be extended from two to three hours starting on 6/14 and begin at 9:00am. More meetings will be added if needed. The future focus of meetings will be to understand benchmarks from across the nation on APCD’s that would be useful to adopt/compare and to identify stakeholder expectations of the APCD.
