Minutes of August 12th HITSC Meeting

The HITSC meeting met at the MMA as scheduled from 1-3pm. Minutes of the 7/08/2010 meeting were accepted as written. 
Jim informed the Steering Committee on the status two RFP’s that have been approved by the Committee. There was a technical rejection of the RFP’s by Purchases. The deficiencies were corrected and the LWG RFP has been resubmitted and a process of moving it through the system has begun. The Communication RFP will be reworked and before resubmitting. The Committee will be advised of the status through completion.

The ONC continues to withhold approval of our Strategic and Operational Plan for reasons to due with updating requirements of the HIT/HIE programs since the release of a program information notice in July. We are in active discussions with ONC and expect approval in the every near future. The Committee will be kept updated on progress and status.
Meaningful Use is a centerpiece of the HIT/HIE program and since final rules have been released there is significant interest in understanding what providers need to do to meet criteria. Discussion was led by Dr. Rod Prior who has been actively engaged with the MaineCare HIT program and examining the challenges of providers meeting Meaningful Use.
