Minutes from the 4/22 HITSC meeting were accepted as written.

The committee heard reports  on:

Regional Extension Center


Applied for the extension grant to assist Critical Access Hospitals attain technical assistance through the Regional Extension Center. 

Explained the “wholesale/retail” model being used in the delivery of technical assistance to providers.


Retail suppliers will be developed through an RFP process beginning this summer.


There was a 30% reduction in the funding and it is unclear how the scope of work will be affected. There is less money to providers of TA.

a. Community College consortia

b. Beacon Community Program: Cathy Bruno spoke about the recent award to the Bangor Beacon Community Program that is being directed by EMHS and involves many of the health care providers in the greater Bangor community. The focus of the work centers around chronic disease management and the goal is to demonstrate the impact of a highly coordinated, evidence based approach, using HIT on the health outcomes of populations with chronic disease. The program received 20% less than what was budgeted. The organizations are in the process of resubmitting new budgets and workplans.

c. MaineCare HIT Plan – visioning process and “as is” environmental assessment discussed.
2. Update on Process for naming representatives to the HITSC – the list of nominees is being reviewed within GOHPF and a final list will be forwarded to the Governor for approval and signature. Two other seats are being asked for; a health policy lawyer and a representative of minorities. 
Strategic and Operational Plans – we received detailed feedback from the ONC about our strategic and operational plans which will require a re-write on several areas that were noted. Shaun Alfreds and Jim Leonard discussed the deficits and a plan to address them. We are wanting to get the plan submitted as soon as we can to allow approval of the implementation funding. The HITSC supported the plan presented and Jim expressed concern that the current phase of the HIT strategic plan does not recognize and address the more comprehensive HIT issues in the state, especially related to long term care, home health/hospice, and behavioral health. Committee members were supportive of addressing those needs in the next iteration which will occur in January 2011.
