More
recently, a brook trout stocking program was initiated. A
program to bolster the smelt population was very successful
and now the lake maintains one of the highest smelt
populations in the region.

Fishing for warm water species, principally
largemouth and smallmouth bass, and chain pickerel is
exceptional.
