Principal Fishery: Brook trout

Crocker Pond was chemically
reclaimed in September; 1958, to remove
competing species and permit more
intensive management for brook trout.
Since that time, bullhead and golden
shiners have re-established themselves.
Both of these species compete heavily
with brook trout especially in marginal
trout ponds such as Crocker Pond.

Trout stocking is necessary because
there are no suitable spawning areas.
Very few trout survive from one year to
the next due to heavy fishing pressure
and high summer water temperatures.

The White Mountain National Forest
maintains a canoe access site and camping
area during the summer at Crocker Pond.
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
