Rouna Pond is a small reffiute~ro~t
pond located in the White Mountain
National Forest in Albany. The pond was
chemically reclaimed in 1961 to remove
competing species and permit more
intensive management for brook trout.

An oxygen .deficiency, which usually
occurs below 20 feet, limits the
available summer habitat, but there is
enough well-oxygenated water to support a
healthy brook trout population. Round
Pond is stocked annually with brook trout
because there are no suitable spawning
areas.

Access is via a footpath
approximately one mile long, originating
at Crocker Pond. The trail is maintained
by the White Mountain National Forest.
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
