Version 10.0.6.5 Installation Instructions August 2013 Patch

Summary of Changes

1. States will now be able to load data changes from ARSWeb into WIN-202.
2. States will now be able to load PLA’s with BLS-supplied update files beginning with the FY2014 ARS to help the States meet or to improve their TRS-eligibility percentages.  

Quarterly Processing
The “ARCS” tab under Quarterly Processing has been renamed to “Refiling”.  The “CARS” and “TRS Data” options that used to be under the “Load Tab” have been moved to this “Refiling” tab.
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Also on this tab are three new options:

1. PLA

2. ARS Web Load

3. ARS/CF Build
1. PLA:
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The PLA Load will read an input file and update PLA’s on the current ARS.  
Please refer to documentation from BLS as to the location and name of the file they will supply.
At the end of the ARS, States will a second job that can remove PLA updates and the PLA Type Code from the micro file automatically if the employer did not respond to the NVS mailing to confirm the accuracy of the PLA update.  This job will compare the BLS-provided PLA Update file with the micro file.
This job can be found on the reorganized  Administrative -> Maintenance -> Database tab:
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The user will enter the filename that they used to load the PLA addresses on the Load / Refiling tab, and then submit the job.  

2. ARS Web Load:
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The ARS Web Load will allow users to choose which blocks of data will be loaded.  By default, all data is selected to be loaded, but users may unselect options.  For example, if the user does not want to load the Physical address (street 1, street 2, city, state, zip, zip ext) , they only need to uncheck the “Loan Phys Addr?” box on the screen above to bypass those fields in the load.
Please refer to BLS documentation as to the format of the file that will be loaded.

3. In the past, users had to run a special procedure to build the ARS records.  Moving forward, the users only need to select the “ARS/CF Build” option to build the next ARS record set:
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Selecting this option will build the ARS record set for next year.  For example, if the current year is 2013, selecting this option and clicking the “Start Load/Build” button will build the 2014 ARS Control files.
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
