Other bills with a funding section are also indexed under the "Appropriations" heading.  In cases where an amendment introduced a new topic, a subject entry appears for that topic whether or not the amendment is adopted.  If an amendment deletes a topic from a bill, the subject is left in the index as part of the history of the bill; thus the Subject Index indexes all legislative documents in any form in which they have been considered.
