
Proposed Amendment to LD 1 Regarding MAAP

Sec. 1 Department of Health and Human Services to amend rules. Resolved:  That the Department of Health and Human Services shall place in abeyance the rules promulgated on January 1, 2011 pursuant to Maine Rules Section 10-144 Chapter 30 Maine Uniform Accounting and Auditing Practices for Community Agencies. The Department shall revert to the Chapter 30 Rule language that was in effect on December 31, 2010.  The Commissioner shall convene the Advisory Committee to the Commissioner established in Title 5 Chapter 148-C.  In cooperation with the Advisory Committee, the Commissioner shall develop and implement amended Chapter 30 Rules.  In drafting the amended rules, the Commissioner shall seek to avoid duplication of federal standards and to preserve the authority of individual agency boards.  The Commissioner shall resume the Advisory Committee yearly written reports to the Legislature as required by Title 5 Chapter 148-C.  

SUMMARY

This amendment requires the Department of Health and Human Services to place in abeyance the rules promulgated on January 1, 2011 pursuant to the Maine Rules Section 10-144 Chapter 30 Maine Uniform Accounting and Auditing Practices for Community Agencies and to revert to the previous rules. It directs the Commissioner to convene the Advisory Committee to the Commissioner established in Title 5 Chapter 148-C and to develop and implement amended Chapter 30 Rules in consultation with the Committee.  It directs that the new rules seek to avoid duplication of federal standards and preserve the authority of individual agency boards.  Finally, it directs the Commissioner to resume the Advisory Committee’s annual written reports to the Legislature.
