Woodland PTA -“Woodchuck Walk”

Woodland PTA has kicked off a new campaign called “Woodchuck Walk” offering engraved bricks to individuals, groups, clubs and businesses to help build a new community playground located at Woodland Consolidated School in Woodland, Maine.  A brick walkway will be constructed from engraved bricks which will be incorporated into the plans for the new playground.  This walkway will create a unique landscape for our new playground and the area will be embellished with gardens, flowering shrubs, benches and picnic tables in hopes that this will become a favorite place for families to gather.  These memorial or tribute bricks will honor former and present students, families, citizens, special events, times and milestones that make (or have made) Woodland Consolidated School and our community a special place.  These bricks will make great gifts for Christmas, birthdays, graduation or for just about any occasion, and they are permanent!

The Woodland PTA invites you to consider purchasing a brick to honor that "special someone." We believe the "Woodchuck Walk Brick Project" will become a distinguished focal point to be enjoyed by our school as well as by our community.
Frequently Asked Questions
· How much do the bricks cost?  Each individual brick, which measures 4" x 8", will cost $50.00. All prices include brick engraving, shipping, installation, landscaping and maintenance. A commemorative certificate accompanies each purchase.

· What are the bricks for?   Individually engraved bricks will be placed to form a display as part of the new Woodland School/Community playground.  They may be purchased by individuals, groups or businesses to honor people and/or events that have been a part of our community.

· Why are we undertaking this project?  We were looking for a new and unique way to raise funds for our new playground. PTA thought it would be nice to make a permanent display of people and times in our community's history.

· Who or what might be honored on a brick?  Students, graduates (future and past), families, clubs, teams, advisors, coaches, retired faculty and staff - any person or moment contributing to Woodland area's history. The bricks are a permanent way to say "thank you" or to honor an achievement or milestone in someone's life. In an effort to avoid a "cemetary appearance," the Woodland Woodchuck Walk Brick Project will not list birth-death dates of an honoree; however, deceased students, graduates or staff may be honored by their achievements, contributions or dates they were at Woodland School or living in the community.
· Where do the bricks come from?   The bricks will be purchased from Brickmarkers, USA. If you'd like more information, please visit their web site at www.brickmarkers.com
· How often are bricks added to the park?  Our goal will be once annually, usually in late September, although orders may be placed year-round.

· Do you offer smaller versions of the bricks so they may be given as a gift for those that cannot travel to Woodland to see the brick in the walk?  Yes, we are also offering “Mini Bricks” which are replicas of the bricks that you order.  They are inscribed with the exact wording and can be given as a gift to someone who may not be able to see their tribute brick in the completed walkway at the school.

· Whom may I contact to purchase a brick or find out more information?  For your convenience, you may pick up an extra form at Woodland Consolidated School, the Woodland town office or from any PTA member. Cost of the bricks for individual and families, $50.00 for a 4” X 8” brick.  Business and club bricks are also available for $125.00 for a 4” X 8” brick.  Mini Bricks are sold at $12.00 each and are ONLY available if you purchase a 4” X 8” brick.  Your inscription must fit into the white boxes below, one character per box.  Each brick can have a maximum of 20 characters per line, a maximum of 60 characters per brick.  A character is defined as a letter, number, a space or punctuation mark.  Please do not use special characters.  (60 Characters includes more than 1 line.)
