James Proctor spoke on concerns regarding Angel Woods subdivision.

CEO objected to a discussion of the subject as it was an item on the agenda under old business.
Lodges Phase II

David Rodway requested of the Board that they give direction to the Ordinance Committee regarding changes to the subdivision Ordinance specifically the section on Phosphorus requirements. A discussion followed regarding Ordinance changes with the emphasis on the need for changes to the phosphorus requirement section of the subdivision Ordinance.

CUP Application furniture sales Main Street.

Finding no comments from the Board or the Public a motion was made by Dennis Muzzy to approve the CUP, 2nd by Brian St. Louis, in favor – all.
Oquossoc Cove Marina

Rick Jones of Rick Jones Associates gave a presentation for the Applicant regarding changes to the road, the septic system ( required to reduce the setback from abutter Benoit’s well ). The discussion continued on, with the emphasis on phosphorus and changes to vegetated and graveled areas.

Bill Booker asked about additional boat slips and their effect on boating traffic. CEO answered to Mr. Bookers satisfaction. 

Motion by Brian St. Louis to approve the final plan for Ouossoc Cove Village, 2nd by Dennis Muzzy in favor – all.

Round Pond Maine – subdivision
Tom Dubois of Maine Land Consultants made a presentation to the Board regarding the latest changes to the project. Those changes are as follows; Deer wintering area has been increased, Road surface changed from bituminous to gravel, cul-de-sac deleted and replaced with a hammerhead turn around. Mr. Dubois then furnished the Board with revised plans and copies of correspondence with the department of Inland Fisheries and Wildlife.

 Perry Ellsworth raised several questions regarding ownership of a portion of Dodge Pond Road.

Angel Woods subdivision

Board determined that the application is not complete. James Proctor raised a question regarding deeded access for the subdivision over other property. The Board felt that due to the lack of an ordinance prohibiting this practice, known as funneling, that it is probably allowed. James Proctor also noted that the Public notice identified the sub division as located at Dodge Pond Rd. and Route 4 and that the parcel does not front on Dodge Pond Road.
The Board then decided to hold an election for Chairman and Vice Chairman at the next meeting.
