No person shall place or maintain on the Ferry Terminal pier, the Town dock or floats: barrels, boxes, gear, traps, pots, tools or any other equipment for a longer time than reasonably necessary for the prompt loading, unloading or use of same.  Tools and other equipment temporarily in use, with the permission of the Harbormaster, at the Town dock and float shall be kept and secured in such a way that they do not present a hazard to other users of the facilities or passers-by.  Extension cords shall be kept off of surfaces and walkways and removed when the owner or user is not present on the dock and float.  Items left on the Town dock and float in violation of this ordinance are subject to confiscation by the Town.
