Frenchboro Solid Waste Committee
Meeting Minutes, Nov. 5, 2009

Present:  Chuck Amos, Jessica Bellah Ann Fernald, Dave MacEachron, Bev Roxby

Gott’s Disposal update:  Dave has found out that ferry ticket cost per garbage pickup is $125 / truck, and current rate per ton for tipping fees is $178.13, or 8 cents/ lb.  An 8-yd. dumpster may be available now that summer businesses have wound down.  Chuck and Dave reconnected the dumpster top (one on the right) and plan on checking with Chris Sawyer on re-welding a broken part, but dumpsters are old and may need replacing.  

          Action items:  Dave will call Mindy at Gott’s, again, re / repair or replace.

          Bev and Jess will ask for Select Board authorization for committee members

          To be go-betweens from Select Board to Gott’s, re/damage and repairs, and

          fullness of dumpsters.

 

Acadia Disposal District (ADD) cardboard policy:  Frenchboro is now a member town of the Acadia Disposal District but was not in 2004 when it created a policy for the winnowing of flattened corrugated cardboard from the general waste stream.  Member towns on MDI must now exclude brown cardboard from its dumpsters or risk having their loads rejected by EMR.  Tony Smith from ADD suggested we enact a similar policy, based on the one that went into effect on MDI in January 2005.  Meanwhile, we’ll continue urging separation of corrugated cardboard (called OCC) and take it ourselves to EMR or find someone to take it off island.

          Action item:  Bev will introduce the ADD policy to next Board of Selectmen on Nov.6 and suggest we adopt the policy or something similar. 

 

Redemption container bins project:  Probably enough leftover material from Duncan’s new building exists for the structure to be built which will house two oversized plastic garbage cans for beverage containers.  The plan will be completed and Chuck and Dave, or maybe Jessica (depends on timing) will build the structure within the next couple of weeks.

 

Non-household waste pile (near dumpsters):  EMR will take the trap waste.  We will find someone willing to take off  the whole pile before Thanksgiving.  Ann cautioned that we make sure we’re within rights to remove lobster trap material.

Action item:  Bev will contact Terry Towne re/MCHT’s footing half the bill for disposal at EMR, considering half the pile came from September’s coastal clean-up on Maine Coast Heritage Trust land.

Treasurer’s Report:  We currently have $25.80 in our budget.  Guess where we got that money?!  Green brings green!
