II. Old Business
A. Shoreland Zoning – JB informs the board that the state has begun adopting State Imposed Ordinances for those towns that have not submitted a Shoreland Zoning Ordinance of their own.  The guidelines for SZ text require a choice of enforcement options for some areas of the document. JB has called the local SZ Unit to discuss ordinance text of the SIO version.  The board decided that they would read the SZ Guidelines text in order to make a more informed decision as to whether Frenchboro should accept a SIO.
B. Emergency Operations Plan- no action. 
C. Holding Tank Ordinance Progress- no action. 
III. New Business
A. Resident Concern – C. Mitchell restates to the board his concern regarding erosion of the eastside of the harbor.  The area under discussion has previously been discussed by the board and ROS informed C. Mitchell that action will be taken this summer during road maintenance when the weather allows for it.  The project will be put to bid.
B. Municipal Building Lighting Estimate- The board has received a lighting estimate for lights above mailroom and kitchen.  The board decides that further research to determine if there is a more cost efficient method is required before action can be taken.

C. Budget Workshop- RLB has prepared a budget outline showing where the board might consider altering from FY 2009-2010 budget.  After discussion by the board it is decided that a public meeting would be held to receive public input on budget items. Meeting scheduled for April 9, 2010 at 6:30pm.

V. Other Business
A. School vs. Town Accounting – RLB reports to the board that the audit has identified what they believe is the cause of discrepancies between the Town and School funds.  The difference was created during the transition of the town from a calendar year to fiscal year.  The board determines that funds that should have been raised at that time were not and discusses options for raising those funds.  The Board will continue to research best methods.
B. DOT Project Submission - The Board discusses the possibility of indicating that parts of the Ferry Pier owned by the state be submitted for repair/work.
C. Ferry Board Advisory – Tammy Desjardin reports back from the last Ferry Board meeting.  She informs the Board that a formal letter from the town must be written in order to request changes to service.  TD will work on any proposals and the board will review it.

D. Town Meeting – The town meeting date has been set for June 1, 2010. The board discusses that the school union be informed that this will not always be the date of town meeting and recommend they allow the town leeway by setting their date later in the month of June.
