April 30, 2010
Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:12pm on Friday, April 16, 2010 by Chairperson Robert Stuart. Selectboard members, David W. Lunt, Duncan Bond, Robert Roxby, and Robert Stuart were present. Town Administrative Assistant Jessica Bellah, Treasurer Rachel Bishop, and 1 members of the public were also present.

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Friday, April 2, 2009.  RR moved to accept minutes as written; DWL 2nd; Unan. Approval
II. Old Business
A. Shoreland Zoning – The board began the process of individualizing the mandatory shoreland zoning ordinance for the Town of Frenchboro.  
B. Emergency Operations Plan- ROS converses with the board regarding the EOP. – action will continue 
C. Holding Tank Ordinance Progress- ROS and RR will work on a Holding Tank Ordinance.
D. The Board will meet at 2:00pm Saturday April 17, 2010 to check lighting fixtures in the community building.

E. Ferry Pier Hoist – The Board has received a recommendation from the harbor committee to purchase rubber extruded bumpers at the cost of $615.88 for two 10ft lengths.  These will be placed on the ferry pier hoist spieling to mitigate damage incurred from boat docking. DB moves to accept the Harbor Committee’s recommendation and move forward with purchasing the material.  DWL 2nd, Unan. Approval.
F. Board discusses possible solutions to the discrepancies between school and town audit totals.  ROS will speak with the Island Institute about the possibility of using funds held in trust by them on behalf of the town as a possible solution.  RLB will research how funds raised should be held.  DWL moves that continued research is needed and that the II should be contacted.  DB 2nd. Unan. Approval. 

III. New Business
A. The Board looks over the draft of the town meeting warrant. Corrections and additions were made.  JB will update the warrant for signature at next Selectboard meeting. 
B. Post Office Payroll – Postmistress Marissa R. has informed the town of the post office’s need to have a non variable weekly Monday through Saturday timesheet for accounting purposes.  The Board approves this change.
C. SHIP Grants - the town has received SHIP grant applications for FY 2011 applications.  The Board believes that an application to replace the town wharf deck be submitted for this round of SHIP Grants. ROS will work on this application.

D. COMP Planning – JB informs the board that a comprehensive planning committee must be formally created as we move forward in this process.  From her reading of Maine law guidelines this action might require an ordinance.  JB will look into this further and prepare any necessary documents.

A. Erosion of the harbor near the Mitchell’s property -   The board will prepare a invitation to bid for this work.
B. The Board approves Paul Charpentier to look at the gas line for the stove in the community building.

C. The Board approves the dissemination of a community email encouraging community members to take advantage of EMS training funds.  JB will send out.

D. Blown Trash Fence Guard - The board discusses the possible use of a donated chain link fence to be placed on between the garbage receptacle area and dump hill to help contain trash from blowing up the hill.  The Board discusses this possibility but feels that the large pile of illegally dumped scrap needs to be dealt with before anything else can be done.  The Board asks if Paul Charpentier would be able to take a load off in the near future.  He accepts. 

E. JB asks the board to consider approval for her to attend one day of the Solid Waste Conference on April 26, 2010.  Cost of the conference is $125.00.  DWL moves to approve JB attendance. RR 2nd, Unan. Approval. 
F. JB informs the Selectboard that the current Harbor Ordinance does not have any guidelines for electricity use at the town Wharf.  The Board discusses the possibility of amending the Ordinance to cover its use. DWL 1st, RR 2nd, Unan. Approval.  RR will research and draft the amendment.
