I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Friday, Oct. 9, 2009.   RR moved to accept minutes as written; DWL 2nd; unan. Approval
II. Old Business
A. Snowplow Progress- The Town received one bid for the Snow Removal Contract.  Following Discussion by the board, DWL motions to repost the Snow Removal Bid and Contract and withhold Town’s decision until Oct. 29th during a special Selectboard meeting set for Oct. 29th. RR 2nd. Unan Approval.  
i. RLB reports to the Selectboard that $12,000.00 is the actual dollar amount of the snow removal budget.  The town is legally allowed to expend 15% over that budget item to secure appropriate snow removal. If the board chooses to combine “summer” and “winter” roads in one budget item the total that could be expended for the snow removal contract, including the purchase of salt and sand is $16,800.00.  If the board chooses to do this, it will be a straight over expenditure that will result in the “winter” account being in the red and will require a warrant article at town meeting to authorize an additional appropriation for that account to clear it. The result will be a significantly higher road budget in the next fiscal year to cover the overage and budget for the next winter season. 
B. Ferry Pier Hoist- The Town received two bids for the Ferry Pier Hoist Project. Following Discussion by the board, RR moved that more specific material pricing information is required before a decision should be made.  Once this information is acquired, the board will make a final decision at the next Selectboard’s meeting scheduled on Oct. 29th. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
C. Shoreland Zoning Revision- no action
D. Emergency Operations Plan- no action
E. Old Town Floats-  Additional Work to be completed by Town Float Contractor Bob Waddle has been added to the Old Town Float Contract.

C. Solid Waste Committee Report- The SWC requested approval from the Selectboard to use space in the Town Community Building for the collection of corrugated cardboard for recycling endeavors. DWL suggested possible use of the shed by the ferry pier to house overflow. The SWC also requested Selectboard approval for the construction of a redeemable recyclables stand to be constructed and placed next to the dumpsters. AF moved to approve projects as submitted. RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.  
D. Paul Charpentier reported that some of the road lights were out and the Board discussed concerns regarding water runoff and received Paul’s recommendation on this issue.
E. Paul Charpentier suggests that it would be to the town’s benefit to have a pile of crushed fill available for continued maintenance of roads. 
F. Paul Charpentier has requested approval to purchase yellow reflector tape for use in road maintenance. Approval given. 
G. ROS reports on Status of Wellness center and requests feedback from the Board regarding the perceived image of Island Institute by the Town of Frenchboro.
