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Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:05 pm on Friday, November 5, 2010 by Chairperson Robert Stuart. Selectboard members, David W. Bellah were in attendance.   9 members of the public were also present.

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Monday, October 18, 2010.  DB moved to accept minutes as written; AF 2nd; Unan. Approval  
II. Old Business
A. Harbor Dredging: No action

C. MMA Hazards – DB reports that he has conducted research on the appropriate size ladder and quotes the cost at $254.00.  DB moves to purchase ladder, DWL 2nd, Unan Approval. 

D. Website Domain Name/Host Service – JB reports that the website domain name frenchboro.maine.gov has officially been granted to the Town. JB continues to work with Alan on selection of a final host sight and design of the website. 

III. New Business
A.  DB reports that Joe Hayes requested he look at the private drive above his road.  AF informs board that J. Hayes would like the town to stop water from running across the road and down his driveway.  Board will monitor the situation.  DB states that when he looked at the area he noticed that the Reed’s property has been broken into and is exposed to the elements. P. Charpentier was in attendance and volunteered to contact the property owners as he is caretaking for them.
B. ROS reports that he has been in contact with the Department of Marine Resources on the public meeting for the salmon pens expansion.  ROS offered to use teleconference technology so that weather and travel arrangements would not interfere.  The DMR however prefers to physically be present and has scheduled three days in the third week of December as possible dates.  ROS will inform the Board once a final date is set.
C. HCPC request for letter of support – Hancock County Planning Commission requests that the town submit a letter of support for their solid waste collection efforts as they lobby for funds.  RR moves to send letter.  DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval. – JB to write letter and send using previous year’s template.
D. RR moves to receive the Treasurer’s receipt as written. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval

IV. Other Business
A. Town Officials – Health Officer Catherine Mitchell has resigned from her position as Animal Control Officer and Health Officer. She requests that her resignation letter be read at the meeting as part of the record.  ROS reads resignation letter. Charlie Mitchell submits his resignation from the Board of Appeals and Election Clerk.
i. DB states that he would like to make a comment on the situation: DB states that he was the selectboard member mentioned in C. Mitchell’s resignation letter but that he had gone to her as an individual and not a selectboard member. DB states he respects all members of the community and that while as citizens of the State of Maine we are all responsible for its laws, it is not easy to follow all these laws on the island.  DB lists specifically the challenges Frenchboro faces in this regard and expresses his hope that the community will be able to heal from the recent disputes and the “nasty” atmosphere created will not continue. Members of the Public voice their concerns relating to his statements and the issues presented.  Laurette Lunt asks the Board how resignation will affect the situation of reports submitted to DHS by the health officer.  The Board clarifies that they have no control of this situation as DHS is outside their authority. 
ii. RR moves to accept the resignation of Catherine Mitchell. DWL amends that the board accepts the resignation with comments accompanied but states that the board does not share all the views expressed in the letter.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval.

iii. RR moves to accept the resignation of Charlie Mitchell.  DB 2nd. Unan. Approval

B. Member of the public, Marissa Rozenski asks board for clarification of what activities not in line with Maine State law are deemed acceptable on Frenchboro.  ROS responds that Frenchboro residents are responsible for following all laws but that the selectboard is not responsible for and lacks the authority to be an enforcement body of these laws.  Frenchboro does not have a law enforcement official empowered by the State to act as this agent.  When questioned on the issue of selectboard liability, ROS references the understood liability of Town Officials in contractor issues where contractor does not hold insurance as an example of where the selectboard’s authority and liability does reside.

C. JB reminds Board that the roles of Animal Control Officer, Health Officer, Election Clerk, and Board of Appeals need to be filled.  AF asks when this must be done.  JB will research this question.

D. Tammy DesJardin informs board that she is working with the Maine State Ferry Service to request a year round two a day car ferry.  She will be hosting an information gathering/discussion on Frenchboro in the Library at 3:00 pm Monday November 8, 2010.  She will meet with Swan’s island representatives Wednesday November 10, 2010.
