Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:05pm on Friday, Nov. 6, 2009 by Chairperson Robert Stuart. Selectboard members, Arthur Fernald, David W. Lunt, Robert Roxby, and Robert Stuart were present.  Treasurer Rachel Bishop, Town Administrative Assistant Jessica Bellah, and 3 members of the public were also present.

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Friday, Oct. 29, 2009.   RR moved to accept minutes as written; DWL 2nd; unan. Approval
II. Old Business
A. Snowplow Contract- A Three year contract was prepared by JB and presented to the Selectboard and Travis Lunt for signature.  The Selectboard requested that Travis look into ordering sand/salt and keep the Selectboard informed of his needs. 
B. Ferry Pier Hoist- A contract has been prepared by JB and presented to the Selectboard for signature.  Copies will be mailed to J.P.  Berzinis for his signature and records.
C. Shoreland Zoning Revision- no action
D. Emergency Operations Plan- no action
E. Holding Tank Ordinance Progress- no action.
III. New Business
A. The Shore Rd Slope Stabilization Project- The town received one bid in the amount of $49,755.00 from Joe Keeney.  DWL moved that the board accept the bid.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. – ACTION- JB will prepare a contract.

V. Other Business
A. Preventive Measures- Shore Erosion –no action
B. EMR Billing- The town has received three invoices from EMR.  Earlier EMR was authorized to accept “Town” trash with the idea that the Selectboard would preauthorize residents of Frenchboro removing waste such as metal traps and have EMR bill the town for tipping fees.  The board discussed solutions that would allow EMR to distinguish between resident trash and town trash. The Board decided that EMR may not accept trash from individuals unless they have in their possession a formal authorization letter to be presented at the time of tipping. This form may only be signed off on by members of the Selectboard, the Town Treasurer, and Town Administrative Assistant after authorization has been granted by Selectboard vote. – ACTION- JB will call EMR to inform them of this policy change and create the authorization form to be used. The current bills will be returned to EMR and instruct them to bill individuals. 
C. Paul Charpentier reported that the public restroom had been winterized and closed.  He has put gas additive into the community building heater pipes and will continue to do so as gas is added.  PC recommended that maintenance be done on the overhead heater in the community building.  RR moved that PC be authorized to change its filter and nozzle.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
D. Gravel Pit Dumping- The Board discussed the large amount of large item waste currently piled at the Gravel Pit as a result of illegal dumping. ROS recommends that the Board consider placing a chain across the Gravel pit road to limit access from large vehicles as a preventive measure.  Access for pedestrians and four wheelers will not be blocked. RLB informs the Selectboard of current funds in the Gravel Pit budget to cover the cost of roping off the access road. RR moved that an item be added to the next Regular town meeting’s agenda to discuss removal of illegally dumped material to the budget and authorize PC to install a chain across the access road.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval.
E. Solid Waste Committee Report-
i. Members of the SWC presented a proposal from the Acadia Disposal District for MDI communities to enact an official policy or ordinance restricting the placement of corrugated cardboard in the regular waste stream. The board discussed the possibility of such an ordinance and decided that further research into the matter is needed before adding it to the next town meeting warrant. ROS recommends that the volume and dollar value created by recycling programs be included in any policy created to better show why such a policy is preferable. 
ii. SWC presented the idea of having a specialized dumpster reserved solely for the collection of corrugated cardboard material. The Board discussed the cost/ benefits of such a dumpster and found more research was needed before moving forward on such a project. 

iii. ROS authorized the SWC to act as the contact between the Selectboard and waste disposal groups such as Gott’s or EMR. He asked that the SWC create an official signup sheet to monitor and organize volunteers for removing recyclable material from the island. 

iv. SWC reports that the debris left from the recent coastal cleanup as well as other large debris currently piled besides the dumpsters will be removed in the coming week.  Terry Town from Maine Coast Heritage Trust has agreed to pay half the cost of tipping fees for the removal of these items. PC has volunteered his truck for this purpose.  RR moved that the town pay for PC’s ferry ticket and authorized PC to bring this material and other town waste to EMR.  Tipping fees will be charged to the town.  AF 2nd. Unan. Approval. 
F. Special Town Meeting- The board discussed the need to hold a special town meeting for the election of a 5th Selectboard member.  Other items to be covered shall be the moving of funds to support the Hoist Project and reimbursement for EMT Training. DWL moved that a warrant be created/posted and the town meeting be scheduled for Nov. 20, 2009 at 6:00pm. RR 2nd. Unan. Approval.  – ACTION- JB will prepare the warrant and have the constable post it as required by law. 
G. Excise Tax Collector’s Report- RR moved to receive report as written. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.
