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Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 6:15 pm on Thursday, August 19, 2010 by Chairperson Robert Stuart. Selectboard members, David W. Lunt, Robert Roxby, Robert Stuart and Duncan Bond, and Arthur Fernald were present. Treasurer Rachel Bishop and Administrative Assistant J.Bellah were in attendance.   1 member of the public was also present.

I. Review and Acceptance of Minutes from Selectboard Meeting from Friday, August 6, 2010.  RR moved to accept minutes as written; DWL 2nd; Unan. Approval  
II. Old Business
A. Harbor Dredging: No Action
B. MMA Underwriting Quotes – The Board of Selectmen received quotes from Maine Municipal Association on premium costs for insuring town property previously not insured from physical damage including weather and wave action damage. ROS reads to the Selectboard the town properties under consideration (Town Ferry Pier, Town Wharf/Gangway/Float, Docks and Floats, Generator, Generator Trailer), their estimated value and the quoted premiums for each item.  RR moves that all items should be scheduled and added to the town’s coverage. DB 2nd. Unan. Approval.

C. MCHT Meeting – no action

D. Submerged Lands Application – The board discusses possible implications for the town and seeks comments from Harbor Master Arthur Fernald.  The Board and Harbor Master have no comments at this time but make a notation that the proposed structure does cross into another property owner’s water frontage. ROS will look to see if there is a form to be filled out or will write a letter in response. 
III. New Business
A. Town Projects – Use of volunteers: MMA Legal department responds to Selectboard queries – Volunteers recruited to work on town projects are considered much the same as hired contractors in terms of town liability and making sure that certifications of insurance are still provided when using heavy equipment.  JB also informs the board of the MMA Volunteer Accident Insurance coverage for consideration on future larger Town projects that use volunteers.
B. Fire Department Fundraiser – The fire department submits financial results from the 8/14/2010 fundraiser.  RR moves to accept money on behalf of the Town and place funds in fire department income account. DWL 2nd. Unan. Approval.

C. Harbor Committee Action Items – The Harbor Committee has submitted a list of work projects, requesting they be completed as soon as possible through either volunteer efforts or other means.  The Harbor Committee has not identified any volunteers to work on these projects.  DB recommends he and AF move the cleat on the town float. ROS asks that wharf committee provide full specs for needed repairs so that a bid outlining work can be prepared. AF comments that specs for the ladder materials were provided but how to build the ladder has yet to be developed.  As no volunteers have been identified for projects, ROS recommends writing a bid and AF suggests that it should encompass all work identified by the Harbor Committee. AF moves to put items to bid.  DB 2nd.  Unan. Approval.
D. RLB has researched old town reports and personal accounts surrounding the embezzlement preformed by Dan Blazcheck.  The money appears to have been taken from Community Development Block Grant funds. In 1988 the Town received funds from Dan Blazcheck’s mother ($5,000.00). The town accountant recommends that any monies resulting from embezzlement charges be put into the general fund.  ROS recommends that the town decide where funds should go at the next special town meeting.  Board reaches consensus. 
E. Mike Rogers from the Maine Revenue Service has contacted the board to secure the spreadsheet containing the 2009 tax valuations and possibly schedule a brief visit to Frenchboro for state valuation purposes.  JB had discussed August 25 as a possible date; the board agrees that this date will serve best.  RR volunteers to run him back over and meet with him.
IV. Other Business
A. Kenney Osier Boat Parking – Mr. Osier has asked for Selectboard approval to leave his boat trailer parked next to the basketball court over the winter.  The Board discusses the liability, general fairness, and the establishment of a precedent that should be avoided surrounding this request.  RR moves that the board write a letter to this effect. DB 2nd. Unan. Approval.  

B. JB reminds the board that they must complete the Freedom of Access Training every fiscal year.  JB will resend information to the board.

C. The tax collector submits the current tax liens filed this year.  The board discusses unpaid taxes especially for individuals who currently receive funds from the town. RLB explains that tax payment must be kept separate from other town contractual agreements and therefore modifying any agreement due to non payment of taxes is illegal.  

D. Fire Department update – The fire department submits an update to the Selectboard.  The board discusses the current fire truck options and members are leaning toward the Stonington truck with the provision that it is inspected by a qualified individual and that purchase approval of any vehicle is made at a special town meeting.  The Selectboard asks that Fire Chief Rebecca Lenfestey visit the vehicle with Wayne Patton and report on its condition.
