Planning Board Minutes, Benton Town Office

April 13, 2010 -  7:00 PM
1.  Call to Order and Roll Call.  Meeting called to order by Chair Sharon Thompson.  Those present were Ms. Thompson, Roger Averill, Patricia Lanning, Ed Hoyt, Lance Shores and Arthur Thompson Jr. - CEO.         

2.  Review and Approve Minutes.  Mr. Hoyt moved to accept the minutes.  Mr. Averill seconded.  All voted in favor.    Ms. Thompson said the Board needs to elect officers.  Ms. Lanning said she would continue as Secretary.  Mr. Averill and the CEO would approach Bob Morrissette to be an alternate and another alternate is needed.  Mr. Averill moved to have the officer elections next month.  Mr. Hoyt seconded.  All voted in favor.  The current officers will serve until then.
3.  CEO Report.   The CEO said business is picking up.  The CEO will work with Clyde Berry to get his place cleaned up.  The CEO is meeting with the First Selectman, Ryan Liberty, and a CMP representative about a new project in Benton.  The substation will start this summer.
4.  Citizen Concerns.  None.  
5.  Old Business: Adult Entertainment Ordinance.  Mr. Averill read the Vassalboro ordinance and he felt it could be copied for Benton.  The CEO is using Vassalboro’s ordinance as a template.  The only area that would be open to such a business would be the Industrial or Rural districts.            
6.  New Business: Hot Dog Stand Application:  Robert Foster was present for a mobile hot dog stand on the Neck Road under a 10’x20’ canopy next to Precision Roofing.  The CEO said there was no definition of a ‘mobile eatery.’  Mr. Averill referred to page 12 which had three categories under “restaurant,” i.e., ‘standard,” “drive-in” and “fast food.”  The CEO said it’s in the “Village” district and is a permitted use per the chart on page 40 so the CEO could do it.  The owner said he had the required State permit.  The CEO said since it’s a seasonal business and a rented property, the entrance didn’t need to be hot-topped.  Mr. Averill said it might need hot-topping if it’s a high-traffic business.  The CEO would have the final say if it’s a Conditional Use.  The owner has 2x8 signs which the CEO said were okay.  The CEO said he would need to see the DHS permit and DOT entrance permit.  The CEO said there is sufficient parking.  The owner will provide the permits   
7.  Adjourn.   There was a motion to adjourn and Mr. Averill seconded.  All voted in favor.
