The Town of Benton, Maine is seeking sealed bids for re-roofing the office building with a diverter over the front (west) door; providing and installing two (2) new (outward-swinging) replacement doors (west and south sides of the building) including repair to front door sill and replacement of metal access ramp at main entrance; repairing minor damage to siding; repairing wood trim and plexiglass on the office sign in front of the building; prepping/painting wood trim around doors; and repairing or replacing outdoor foam insulation along the base of building.  Sealed bids will be received until 4:00 p.m. on Monday, June 14, 2010 at the Benton Town Office, 1279 Clinton Avenue, Benton, Maine 04901.  All bids will be publicly opened at the Selectmen’s meeting which begins at 7:00 p.m. at the Benton Town Office, June 14, 2010. INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS FOR BENTON TOWN OFFICE BUILDING REPAIRS
Bids shall be received by the Town of Benton at the place and until the time specified in the "Invitation To Bid For Benton Town Office Repairs" and then publicly read at the time and place specified for the information of bidders and other interested parties.

1. PREPARATION OF BIDS - Bids shall list all work and the total cost for all work listed in the below “Specifications.”  Each bid must give the full business address of the bidder and be signed by an authorized representative of the bidder.  All bids shall be based on the price available to and used by the bidders as of June 2010.  Anyone submitting a bid agrees to pass along to the Town of Benton any discounts, rebates or subsidies available.  References may be requested by the Town of Benton.
 2. EXAMINATION OF SPECIFICATIONS - Each bidder is expected to examine the Specifications and failure to do so will be at the bidder's own risk, and the bidder cannot secure relief on the plea of error in the bid.  At its sole discretion, the Town of Benton may accept or reject bids that do not comply with the Specifications.

3.  SUBMISSION OF BID - Each bid shall be placed in an envelope clearly marked on the outside "BID FOR TOWN OFFICE REPAIRS" and delivered to the Town Office.  If the bid is mailed, the bid envelope shall be placed in a second envelope for mailing purposes.

4. TIME OF OPENING OF BIDS - No responsibility will attach to the Selectmen or Town office staff for the premature opening of a bid not properly addressed and identified. Telegraphic, fax or e-mail bids or modifications to bids will not be considered.   Bids may be withdrawn on written request received from bidders prior to the time fixed for opening in the Invitation to Bid. 

5. FORM AND AWARD OF AGREEMENT - The successful bidder will sign a contractor agreement, a copy of which is attached.  The awarded vendor must provide proof of liability insurance.  Benton’s Board of Selectmen reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive any or all formalities in the bidding, to evaluate bids, to investigate the references of any and all bidders, to negotiate with one or more bidders and otherwise to act as it deems to be in the best interests of the Town of Benton.

6. TAX - The Town of Benton is a municipality organized under the laws of the State of Maine and so its purchase of goods is exempt from State, federal and local sales and use taxes. The successful bidder agrees to comply with all applicable federal, State and local statutes, laws, codes, rules, regulations, ordinances and orders in the performance of the Contract.

Specifications
All repairs and replacements shall be in accordance with standard good construction practices and all applicable Federal, State and local codes.   
1. Replace shingles on roof including installation of rain diverter over the front (west) door.  Replace drip shield and ice dam.
2. Replace the front (west) door and main (south) door with similar-sized locking door.  Doors must swing outward.  The main entrance door shall be white or some other color that will not absorb heat from the sun.  Work will include repair to the door sill for the front (west) door which has some rot.
3. Repair or replace siding that is damaged to the right of the main entrance door; siding near the roof on the east side of the building over the Selectmen’s office window; and the (bottom) corner siding pieces on either side of the cellar entrance.  
4. Scrape, prepare and re-paint the wood trim around the three doors (main entrance, cellar entrance, front door).  

5. Repair the wood frame and replace the plexiglass for the Town Office sign on the front lawn.
6. Replace the metal ramp at the front office entrance. 
7. Repair or replace the damaged foam insulation (17 panels) along the base of the building.  

CONTRACTOR AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into on the date noted below between the Town of Benton, a municipality under the laws of Maine, located in Kennebec County and ________________ , a contractor with its principal place of business in ___________________ .  The Town and contractor agree as follows:

1. Upon the terms and subject to any conditions set forth in this Agreement, the Invitation to Bid, the Instructions to Bidders and Specifications which are attached, the Town agrees to purchase the office building repairs from the contractor.

2. The total purchase price is_______________________Dollars ($___________). The total purchase price will be paid to the contractor in full within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of final acceptance of the Town Office building repair and Town sign repairs by the Selectmen.
3. The Town of Benton is a tax exempt organization. The Town shall provide the contractor with a tax-exempt certificate upon demand.

4. Prior to the time of completion which shall be on or before August 31, 2010, the Town shall verify with the contractor that the replacements and repairs are constructed or installed in accordance with the contract Specifications.

5. This Agreement, which includes the Instructions to Bidders and Specifications, constitutes the entire agreement and understanding between the Town and the contractor for the purchase of the repairs and replacements.  This Agreement may not be amended or terminated without the prior written consent of both the Town and the contractor.

6. The Town shall not be obligated to tender the contract total purchase price until the contractor shows satisfactory completion of all repairs and replacements.  Any disputes, claims, counterclaims and other matters in question between the Town and the contractor arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be decided by a Maine court of competent jurisdiction. This Agreement is made and shall be construed under the laws of the State of Maine.  Except as otherwise expressly agreed by the parties in writing, exclusive venue for any such civil action shall be in Maine.

7. This Agreement shall not be effective until (a) executed by the First Selectman of Benton, and (b) accepted by the contractor, _________ with their signatures below. The execution of this agreement on behalf of the Town of Benton shall constitute a representation that the Town has full legal authority to enter into this Agreement and that this Agreement is a valid and binding and unconditional obligation, enforceable against the Town in accordance with its terms.
