The senior position starting salary range will be $13.00 to $15.00 based on experience. The junior office staff position’s starting salary will be $12.00 to $14.00 based on experience. After the first year of service, the new employee(s) will be eligible for the same raise (% increase) as the other office staff employees.  Office staff personnel will receive current federal rate for mileage/car expense when on Town business.
