TOWN OF GREENWOOD

SELECTMEN’S MEETING MINUTES

June 21, 2005

1.   Site Visit – Peter Gordon Property at 4:00pm – Selectmen visited the former Gordon property on the Rabbit Road to compare the location of mobile home with the Town’s survey of the property.  No votes or decisions were made.  

2.   Open Meeting – Chairman Fred Henderson called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m. with Selectmen Wayne Hakala, Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Road Foreman Alan Seames.

3.    Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance


4.   Warrants – Selectman Hakala motioned and Selectperson Mikols seconded to approve Warrant #24 in the amount of $29,754.25, and Warrant #25 in the amount of $24,533.54. Vote 3-0.  Motion passed.

5. Minutes – Selectperson Mikols motioned and Selectman Hakala seconded to accept the minutes of June 7, 2005 as presented.  Vote 3-0.  Motion passes. 

6.  Young Hill Road – Nancy Graivier Emerson came to the Board to explain her situation with the status of Young Hill Road.   Ms. Emerson owns a large track of land on the Young Hill Road in Greenwood that she previously accessed from Rt. 219 in Greenwood. Ms. Emerson’s abutter, Robert Rainville has placed boulders across the road preventing her from getting to her property. Ms. Emerson explained that she spoke with Mr. Rainville and he said was trying to keep the ATVs and 4x4’s off of his property.  Kim explained that according to the Town records, the Oxford County Commissioners discontinued the road in 1938.  Ms. Emerson stated that the road is being used and is no longer abandoned in her opinion.  The Selectmen suggested that she request a meeting with the County Commissioners to determine the status of the road.  Selectman Hakala asked Ms. Emerson if she had any other way to access her property.  Ms. Emerson said that she could access it from two different roads but traditionally accessed it this way and wants to continue.  Chair Henderson stated that he felt that she should have access to her property and offered to go to the County Commissioners meeting with her.  

7. Record Management – Resident Jerry Nelson discussed with the Board some options for record management for the Town.  Mr. Nelson stated that he has worked for several Towns of different sizes all with different needs.  The Selectmen expressed an interest in learning more about what is available. Mr. Nelson submitted a proposal for the Board to review and said that he would contact Kim in a couple of weeks to answer any questions they might have.

8. Rampart Paving – Road Foreman, Alan Seames came to the Board to discuss his frustration with Rampart Paving’s work on the Greenwood Road, Old County Road, Yates and Young Hill Roads.  Kim explained that they arranged to have S.W. Cole Engineering, a neutral party, to come take a look at the roads in question.  Russ Bragg of S.W. Cole inspected the roads and found them to be raveling due to insufficient thickness.  Alan stated that several residents have stated their concerns with the poor quality of the paving jobs.  Alan explained that he and

Kim met with Tom Gibson from Rampart and walked the section of the Greenwood Road early this spring.  Mr. Gibson stated at that time that he would make it right with the Town and correct it.  Kim contacted Tom and he would like to put down 2” of hot top and would guarantee it for a year.  Tom stated that there was no need to grind up what was there that it would make an excellent base.  Selectman Hakala explained that originally he thought that it should be ground up.  Alan stated that he wanted it ground up and to have Rampart do it the correct way at their cost. The Board agreed and asked Alan and Kim to send Rampart a certified letter stating exactly how the four roads are to be fixed and wait to hear their response.  

Alan explained that it is extremely difficult to watch over these paving crews when he is often in other areas of the Town working on other Highway projects.  Selectman Hakala suggested hiring someone to watch over the paving process to make sure the Town is getting the correct amount of pavement.  The Board agreed that it would be in the best interest of the Town to make sure that future paving jobs were monitored in some way more closely.  

9.  Blind Drive Ahead – Selectman Hakala stated that a blind drive ahead sign should be place by Laska Swan’s property.  Alan agreed that it was a bad area and will order the sign.

10.  May 17, 2005 Meeting Minutes – Fire Chief Raymond Seames was unable to attend the meeting so the Selectmen agreed to table this item until their next meeting.

11.   Board of Appeals – Kim explained that Mike Daniels has had a difficult time contacting Albert Curtis Jr. to notify him of their meetings.  Kim stated that she had reviewed the BOA bylaws and couldn’t find an attendance requirement listed but the bylaws do allow for two alternate members.  Selectperson Mikols suggested that all bylaws should be updated.  Selectman Henderson thought it was a good idea to appoint alternate members to fill in for others when they were absent.  Kim stated that she had spoken with David Brown and he was interested but couldn’t help out until fall.  Selectman Hakala suggest Ann Holt.  Kim said she would contact her to see if she was interested. 

12.  Planning Board Update – Kim explained that the Board had issued 23 non-shoreland zoning permits.  Kim explained that John gives a brief explanation of the application and why he approves it and the Board then votes on the application.  The Board was getting use to the process and things were going faster than the first few meetings.  Kim stated that the applicants think it is wonderful that they no longer need to attend the meetings.

13.   Cemetery Mowing – Kim explained that Roger Smith came into the office Monday morning asking who mowed the Hick’s Cemetery that he is supposed to mow.  Roger checked with Lisa Westleigh who also mows for the Town and she hadn’t any idea.  Kim said that on Monday afternoon she got a phone call from Irvin Cole who said the Cemetery was a disgrace and needed to be mowed. Irvin said he almost mowed it but his wife wouldn’t let him and she called around and found someone to do it.  Mike Gilpatrik of the East Twitchell Pond Road was the mystery mower and would like to mow it on a regular basis.  Chair Henderson stated that he felt that all of the rain over the last several weeks had made it extremely difficult for Roger and Lisa to do the mowing.  Selectman Hakala stated that he felt the Town shouldn’t pay Mr. Gilpatrik for the mowing if he submits a bill because no one from the Town Office authorized him to mow it.

14.  Adjourn – Having no further items to discuss Selectperson Mikols motioned and Selectman Hakala seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:30pm. Vote 3-0.  Motion passes.
