Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Board of Selectpersons 

April 19, 2005
1. Open Meeting - Selectperson Chair, Fred Henderson, called the meeting to order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Wayne Hakala, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.  Selectperson Loretta Mikols was absent.
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – Selectperson Hakala motioned and Chair Henderson seconded to accept warrant # 15 in the amount of $72,570.61 and warrant #16 in the amount of $10,863.75.  Motion passed 2-0.

4. Minutes – Selectperson Hakala motioned and Chair Henderson seconded to accept the minutes of April 5, 2005.  Motion passed 2-0.

5. Recreation Committee Appointee – Selectperson Hakala and Chair Henderson agreed to re-appoint Gerald Broomhall to the Recreation Committee.  Town Manager Sparks explained the reason Gerald had resigned from the position a few months ago was because he thought he would be moving out of Town.  That was no longer the case.

6. Abatement – Town Manager Sparks explained that Albert Lake had applied for a Veteran’s Exemption for the tax year 2004.  He was eligible, but the application was overlooked when taxes were committed.  Selectperson Hakala and Chair Henderson agreed to sign the abatement in the amount of $78.76.

7. Route 2 letter of support – Selectperson Hakala mentioned that he would like to make it known that the Selectpersons of Greenwood supported the Route 2 project.  He said the Town was indirectly affected by the highway so they should offer their support.  Chair Henderson agreed.

8. School House Road – Selectperson Hakala mentioned that the Town had been maintaining 200 feet extra on Schoolhouse Road (to the A-frame owned by Jeff Berthiume) over what the Town was actually supposed to maintain.  He said according to the Town’s records, they had been doing this continuously for a number of years and should make it legal.  Chair Henderson mentioned he had been doing some reading on the issue and it looked like they had an obligation to continue maintaining the section.  Town Manager Sparks said she would research the issue.

9. Maggie Ring Property – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that she had talked to Maggie Ring.  Maggie told her that she was getting ready to sign the conservation easement with Mahoosuc Land Trust.  She said there had been some miscommunication between Mahoosuc and her lawyer but things should be straightened out now.  Selectperson Hakala and Chair Henderson agreed that as long as Maggie was happy with the easement they were.  Town Manager Sparks said she would talk to the Town’s lawyer about giving septic easements for the two septic systems that were on the property when they purchased it.  Deputy Clerk Lovejoy mentioned that Maggie wanted it known that she didn’t see what was wrong with using the current parking lot that was there for parking.  Maggie told her that Butch Fuller said it was acceptable by State specs.

10. Recreation programs – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that Gerald Broomhall wanted to start a pee-wee football program.  She said he and Jim Rose had applied for a grant and were approved for $5,800.  The insurance for the Town would be about $100 per year and Gerald and Jim were willing to pay for it.  The program would be for 3rd, 4th, 5th, and 6th graders.  Gerald and Jim were hoping if they started the kids now, they would be ready to play when they got to high school.  This might help prime the pump for bringing back football to Telstar.  He said the kids would drop off their sign-up sheets at the Greenwood Town Office.  Selectperson Hakala and Chair Henderson could see no problem with the program.

11. G&W Incident – Town Manager Sparks said that the bucket loader had tipped over at the Transfer Station.  No one was hurt.  Ron Smith had been using it and forgot to set the parking brake when he got out of it.  The loader rolled down over the hill and tipped over.  There wasn’t much damage.  Two windows and two lights needed replacing.  Town Manager Sparks mentioned that Road Foreman Alan Seames said he was willing to give Ron some training if he wanted it.  Chair Henderson asked if the Town needed to notify anyone about the incident.  Kim said no because no one was in the loader at the time.

12. Junkyards – Selectperson Hakala asked Town Manager Sparks if she had heard anything on Frank Brooks’ place.  Sparks said she hadn’t heard anything.  Hakala asked about Tom Warden’s junkyard.  Chair Henderson said nothing had changed – there was no fence up yet.  He mentioned that Tom’s permit had also run out.  

13. Seames Injury – Selectperson Hakala asked Town Manager Sparks what Alan was going to do for the next couple of weeks for help.  Seames had overextended his arm and tore a ligament in it.  Sparks said he had asked Roland Martin and Gary Fuller to come back and help out while his arm healed.  She said Alan was planning on sitting down and going over inventory and working on the five and ten year plans.

14. Rapid Renewal – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that they were going live with on line registrations.  She said the Town had four testers and everything went O.K.  Deputy Clerk Lovejoy mentioned they would also be able to do on line hunting and fishing licenses soon from their computers (residents would leave the office with a smaller laser copy of their hunting or fishing license).  This would give them access to previous hunting licenses and other history they might need to complete a license.  Sparks said she also filled out an application for residents to be able to license their dogs on line.  She said the icons for on line services would be on the Town’s web site.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned the website needed to be updated with the new Officer (Loretta Mikols).  Sparks said she would do that as soon as she could.

15. Thank-You Card – Chair Henderson mentioned that they had received a thank-you card from Lori Dean’s children for the skiing program.

16. Adjourn Meeting – Selectperson Hakala motioned and Chair Henderson seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:00pm.  Motion passed 2-0.
