Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Board of Selectpersons 

May 17, 2005
1. Open Meeting - Selectperson Chair, Fred Henderson, called the meeting to order at 5:10pm with Selectperson Wayne Hakala, Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – Selectperson Hakala motioned and Selectperson Mikols seconded to accept warrant #19 in the amount of $11,005.82 and warrant #20 in the amount of $62,641.80.  Motion passed 3-0.

4. Minutes – Selectperson Hakala motioned and Selectperson Mikols seconded to accept the minutes of May 3, 2005.  Motion passed 3-0.

5. Warrants for School Budget Election – The Board of Selectpersons signed the warrants for the school budget election.

6. Fire Department Position – Town Manager Sparks told the Board that Chief Raymond Seames had sent her and e-mail saying that Richard Saunders had given his notice for the part time position.  She had not actually spoken to Seames about the issue yet.  Selectperson Hakala asked about the third application that they had received for the job.  Sparks said the Fire Department was not happy with that application.  Chair Henderson said Saunders thought that some of what he was doing should be done by the Fire Department at their regular meetings.  Saunders was on the Gilead Fire Department and had said that they did most of their regular maintenance at their regular meetings.  He said the Fire Department members in Gilead seemed to be more dedicated and willing to do more things.  Chair Henderson said he agreed that some things should be done at regular meetings like starting the trucks and such.  Hakala said he thought for now the Board should let the Fire Department lead the way one the issue.  Henderson mentioned if they got the right person for the job, everything might be O.K.  Selectperson Mikols said she wanted to make sure that what needed to be done got done.

7. Planning Board Discussion – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that the last Planning Board Meeting went well and the new system seemed to be working out.  There were three shoreland zoning permits and many others that were not in shoreland zoning.  She said the CEO was doing very well explaining each one to the Board.  There was one issue with something on one of the checklists.  Selectperson Mikols said the checklists were for the CEO, not the Planning Board, to help him remember everything he needed to look for.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned they should be meeting with the other Towns (Hanover and Woodstock) again on sharing the CEO.  Sparks said she would schedule a meeting.  Mikols said she had asked Sparks to keep the Selectpersons updated at every meeting on how the new process was going for the Planning Board.

8. Hick’s Cemetery Repair – Town Manager Sparks mentioned they had received a quote of about $1,000 (including labor) for fixing the fence at Hick’s Cemetery.  She said the cemetery account could cover the expense and they would try to have it done by Memorial Day.  There was discussion on putting a gate in front of the entrance to the cemetery and closing it at night.

9. Use of Town Land by Rodney Westleigh – Town Manager Sparks presented a General Liability Waiver for the Selectmen to sign that would clear the Town of any liability if they let Rodney Westleigh use Town land for his cows.  All Selectpersons signed the waiver.  Selectperson Hakala said they would need to make sure the fence was far enough away from the Stump Dump.  Sparks asked if they were going to let Westleigh use the field year-round.  Hakala said he didn’t see why not, most of the winter the cows would be in the barn anyway.  Selectperson Mikols asked if there would be any adverse affects during mud season.  Hakala said he didn’t think so because that particular field dried out fast in the spring.  Chair Henderson asked about Westleigh mowing the other field (Old County Rd. end of Route 219).  Sparks said Rodney was planning on it and had his own insurance for that.

10. Down East Magazine Article – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that there was a short article in the Down East Magazine on the naming of roads in Greenwood.  Zipadee Do Da Lane, Alcohol Mary Road, Bullwinkle Lane, and Bear Lane were some of the roads highlighted in the article.  She showed a copy to the Board. 

11. Municipal Building – Chair Henderson mentioned the drainage around Municipal Building should be done when the culvert was re-done at the bottom of Bird Hill Road.  He said that might solve a lot of the water problem in the cellar.  The Municipal building has water in the basement every spring requiring a permanent sump pump in the cellar.  He suggested having the road crew do the digging while the equipment was there to do the culvert.  It was suggested that maybe Roger Smith could be hired to help out (Roger does the Town’s mowing and winter shoveling).  Henderson suggested having Barry Collette take care of the Town’s furnaces – yearly maintenance, etc.  He said they should be serviced at least once a year.

12. Oxford County Regional Solid Waste – Selectperson Hakala mentioned that OCRSW and the Norway/Paris Solid Waste Board were collaborating and trying to get away from regionalizing.

13. Seames Injury – Selectperson Hakala asked how Road Foreman Alan Seames’ arm was doing.  Town Manager Sparks said it was well again.

14. Bear Lane Intersection – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that Road Crew employees Tim Rosenberg and Neil Phelps told her that the Burns’ had started fixing the intersection of Bear Lane and Howe Hill Road.

15. Whittle Hill Road Stop Sign – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that the stop sign had been put up on the Whittle Hill Road.
