Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Selectboard 

September 20, 2005
1. Open Meeting - Selectperson Chair, Fred Henderson, called the meeting to order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Wayne Hakala, Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – It was motioned and seconded to accept warrant #37 ($83,546.10), and warrant #38 ($88,321.26).  Motion passed 3-0.

4. Minutes – It was motioned and seconded to accept the minutes of September 6, 2005 as written.  Motion passed 3-0.

5. Jane Chandler – Tri-Town Bylaws – Jane Chandler of Tri-Town Rescue attended.  She discussed some of the changes in the company’s bylaws including the change of having a representative from each town they served on the board.  One of their goals was to make towns more aware of what they were doing and how taxpayer money was spent.  Chandler said they would also like more feedback from the towns they served.  She asked the Selectboard to be thinking about who they would like to have serve on the board.  The new bylaws are expected to pass at a November 17, 2005 meeting.  Selectperson Mikols asked if it would be routine to send out copies of reports.  Chandler said they already sent end of year reports to towns, but could send reports more often if they were requested.  She said she would start sending copies of the minutes via e-mail to the Town of Greenwood.  

6. Public Hearing on Ordinances – The Selectboard conducted a public hearing for the following ordinances:  Site Plan Review; Subdivision; and Land Use.  The hearing was opened at 5:15pm and ended at 6:55pm.

7. E9-1-1 Addressing – Chair Henderson mentioned that the Town was allowed to put road signs up on private lanes off from private lanes.  He mentioned that he knew of several that needed signs.  Town Manager Sparks mentioned that if there was a road association for a certain road, they could be asked to put he sign up first.  Henderson thought that was a good idea.  Selectperson Hakala said some signs couldn’t be seen because of trees.  Henderson said he would help clear some of the signs when he went around to identify roads that needed signs.  Sparks mentioned that there had been quite a few road signs stolen recently.  

8. Voting Representative and Alternate for MMA Annual Business Meeting – Town Manager Sparks mentioned they needed a voting representative and alternate for the MMA Annual Business Meeting.  She said she and Chair Henderson were signed up to go to the meeting already.  It was agreed that Henderson would be the voting representative and Sparks would be the alternate.  

9. Volunteers for “Operation Keep Me Warm” – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that Community Concepts was looking for volunteers to help with insulating homes in the area.  She said Raymond had volunteered the Fire Department to help out last year, but some members told her they were not interested in doing it this year.  Community Concepts was also looking for a list of people who need the work done and may not be able to afford it.  Sparks said they were planning on doing the work around the end of October.  Selectperson Henderson suggested putting an ad in the newspaper for volunteers.  He said he would be interested in helping if he wasn’t tied up with anything else.  Sparks mentioned volunteers needed to be sixteen year of age or older.

10. Central Maine Power Utility Pole Permits – The Selectboard signed two CMP Pole Permits in the area of Forrest Lane.

11. General Assistance Ordinance – The Selectboard signed an updated General Assistance Ordinance dated August, 2005.  Sparks found that the ordinance could be accepted by the Selectboard and did not have to be voted on at Town Meeting.

12. Special Town Meeting Warrant – Town Manager Sparks asked the Selectboard if they were ready to sign the warrant for the Special Town Meeting on October 4, 2005.  The Selectboard agreed not to sign it until they found out the answers to some questions that were brought up at the public hearing.  There was discussion on changing the Land Use Ordinance to have the CEO issue all non-shoreland zoning permits.  Deputy Clerk Lovejoy asked if they knew how many other Towns were doing it that particular way.  Selectperson Mikols said they had conducted a survey and most Towns were having the CEO issue non-shoreland zoning permits.  Residents did not have to wait so long for their permits.  Selectperson Henderson said he thought if most Towns were doing it a certain way, then that was usually the way to go.  He said the Planning Board might fear change.  He said the Selectboard should let the Townspeople vote on it and decide which way they would like to go.  The Board agreed.  

13. Adjourn – It was motioned and seconded to adjourn the meeting at 7:25pm.  Motion passed 3-0.
