Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Selectboard 

October 4, 2005
1. Open Meeting - Selectperson Chair, Fred Henderson, called the meeting to order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Wayne Hakala, Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.  
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – It was motioned and seconded to accept warrant #39 ($24,301.07), and warrant #40 ($31,849.29).  Motion passed 3-0.

4. Minutes – It was motioned and seconded to accept the minutes of September 20, 2005 as written.  Motion passed 3-0.

5. Hick’s Cemetery Lot Conveyances – The Selectboard signed cemetery lot conveyances for Albert Roberts, and Eleanor and  Fredrick Bayless.

6. Tax Supplement for Sterling Mills – Town Manager Sparks explained that Mills sold only part of the property in question.  The Town’s assessor thought all of it had been sold.  A supplement was needed.  The Selectboard signed the supplement.

7. Tax Abatement for Kay Kelley – Town Manager Sparks explained that Ms. Kelley was incorrectly billed for a building on her property that was actually on her neighbor’s property.  Chair Henderson said he could see how that mistake could happen.  Sometimes it was hard to tell which lot was which when he was measuring for E9-1-1 numbers.  The Selectboard signed the abatement.

8. Tax Abatement for GE Capital Modular Space – Town Manager Sparks explained that this was for personal property that was no longer in Greenwood.  She said it was difficult to know when property like this was removed from Town unless someone calls to let them know.  The Selectboard signed the abatement.

9. Tax Abatement for Richard & Janet Fournier – Town Manager Sparks explained that the Fourniers were billed twice for one lot.  The Selectboard signed the abatement.

10. New Road Name for Map R20 Lots 9A and 9C – Town Manager Sparks mentioned the Selectmen needed to name a road off from Bullwinkle Lane.  She said Deputy Clerk Lovejoy had sent letters to both property owners asking for name suggestions.  Timothy and Lauren Milligan were the only ones who responded.  Their choices were Double Black Drive or Powder Ridge Drive.  Sparks mentioned they would need to have a “lane” designation instead of “drive”.  Chair Henderson asked if there were any similar lane names in Town.  Deputy Clerk Lovejoy said no.  Selectperson Mikols motioned and Selectperson Hakala seconded to accept the road name “Powder Ridge Lane”.  Motion passed 3-0.

11. MOSES Training – Town Manager Sparks told the Selectboard that Inland Fisheries and Wildlife was offering “invitation only” training for their new MOSES program (Maine Online Sportsman Electronic System).  She said that Greenwood was currently participating in the new program and she thought it would be a good idea to go to the training.  The training would be a two-day course (Tuesday and Thursday), so the Town Office would have to close for one day (they were already closed on Thursdays).  Selectperson Mikols said she thought it would be a good idea also – she wouldn’t want to see the Town of Greenwood “drop the ball” while they were on the fore-front of a new process.  The Selectboard agreed.  Chair Henderson said they should make sure to post the proper notices to let residents know the Town Office would be closed that Tuesday (November 15, 2005).

12. HAVA Equipment – Town Manager Sparks mentioned the Town had received their equipment from the State for the new voting process (Help America Vote Act).  She said the State of Maine and Federal Government purchased each Town in the State a new computer and accessories for the new voting system, but the Town would have to absorb the set up costs including a network card, surge protector, and something to set the equipment up on (computer desk).  Selectperson Hakala mentioned they should make a trip to the State surplus in Augusta to see what they might have for furniture and such that could be used in the Town Office.  

13. Special Town Meeting Warrant – Town Manager Sparks mentioned the Selectboard needed to set a new date for the Special Town Meeting on the ordinances talked about at the last Public Hearing.  Sparks mentioned that the wording for the requirements of signs was re-worded in the Site Review Ordinance, but they could not change the “findings of fact” because what was written in the ordinance was what was written in State law.  The Selectboard agreed to hold the Special Town Meeting on October 18, 2005 at 6:30pm at the Municipal Building.

14. Vacation Time – Town manager Sparks mentioned she was hoping to take vacation time the following week (week of October 10, 2005).  She said Monday was a holiday so there would only be three days that Deputy Clerk Lovejoy would have to run the Office alone.

15. Donation from Mt. Abram Ski Resort – Town Manager Sparks mentioned she received a $1,000 donation from Mt. Abram Ski Resort to help with the Children’s Ski Program.  She said the owners of Mt. Abram were awarded the money through a grant they had applied for and it should add at least five more spots to the Program.

16. Irish Neighborhood Road – Town Manager Sparks mentioned she had taken a ride around the Irish Neighborhood area with Rodney Harrington, a Greenwood resident who lived on the dirt part of the Irish Neighborhood Road.  He was concerned with the condition of the road.  Sparks said the road needed gravel in some spots, and ditching.  Alan Seames, Road Forman, said he would put some gravel on it and grade it this fall, but the ditching would have to wait until the next budget cycle.  Sparks said that Harrington would like it paved.  She said it seemed to be a tradition in Greenwood not to pave roads with only a few houses on them.  The Selectboard agreed that the Town would more likely pave roads with more traffic before they would pave those that had minimal traffic.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned that AVCOG had a special computer program for roads that mapped problems with roads such as potholes, sink spots, etc.  He asked Kim to check with AVCOG about the equipment.  He said it would help the Town see what was going on with it’s roads and help direct where to go with future projects.  

17. Planning Board Interest – Selectperson Hakala asked Town Manager Sparks if Jeffrey Krahn was interested in the open Planning Board position.  Sparks said she hadn’t had a chance to talk to him yet.  

18. Project Inventory Sheet – Selectperson Mikols passed out copies of a project inventory sheet she created.  She said the sheet included all the major projects she could think of that needed to be done in Town.  She said each major project had an owner/sponsor and some would have multiple smaller projects under them.  Each project had a beginning and ending date, priority rating, and a status.  She said she knew some things were already being worked on, but sometimes it helped to get things down on paper.  Some of the projects included were: Town Energy Conservation; Fire Chief; E91-1 Numbering and Fines; Winter Preparedness Support; Town Office Remodel (insulation, ADA compliance, etc.); Capital Improvement Plan; Jukyards; Town Budget; Maggie Ring Park; and Town Welcome Signs.  

19. Road Signs – Chair Henderson mentioned he had driven around Town to see how many signs were needed.  He said there were a lot of them, and they would probably need to put money in next years budget for them.

20.Junkyards – Selectperson Hakala asked how the junkyard project was coming.  Selectperson Mikols said she was planning on getting together with the Town’s CEO to look at the junkyard on Howe Hill Rd (Rodney Withey).  Chair Henderson mentioned that a lot of junkyards in the State had grown over time, and it wouldn’t be reasonable to expect them to disappear over night.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned there was a junkyard started just below his house on Hayes Hill Rd.  Mikols said she and the CEO would check it out.

21. Adjourn – It was motioned and seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:10pm.  Motion passed 3-0.
