Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Selectboard 

March 7, 2006
1. Open Meeting - Selectperson Wayne Hakala called the meeting to order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Loretta Mikols, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.  Chair Fred Henderson was absent.
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – It was motioned and seconded to accept Warrant #9 ($32,361.39), and Warrant #10 ($11,156.25).  Motion passed 2-0.

4. Minutes – It was motioned and seconded to accept the minutes of February 21, 2006 as written.  Motion passed 2-0.

5. Comments from the Public – No one present wished to make any comments.

6. Review 2006 Annual Budget – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that in order to come in under the tax cap, the Selectboard would need to set the tax rate no higher than 17.80%.  She said the present condition of the roads made it hard to stay within the tax cap.  There was discussion on the Highway, Planning Board, and Legal Fees accounts.  Sparks said that she had cut some road projects out of the budget, but had left at least $30,000 for Howe Hill Road specifically.  Mikols asked why the Legal Fees proposed budget was less than last year.  Sparks said she didn’t anticipate using Al Perry (the Town’s attorney) as much as MMA.  The fee for MMA came out of a separate account. 

7. Review Draft of 2006 Annual Town Meeting Warrant – Town Manager Sparks passed out copies of the 2006 Annual Town Meeting Warrant for the Selectboard to review.  She mentioned that the Planning Board wanted to clarify one point in the Site Plan Review Ordinance under “Home Occupations”.  There was discussion on Health Insurance rates.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned that if the Board went with MMA, they might pay more but the benefits were better.  There was discussion on the Beach account.  It was mentioned that the portable toilet should be placed in the parking area this year.  Hakala mentioned he thought it would be a good idea to dedicate the Town report to the Spartan football team.  Selectperson Mikols mentioned that the Selectboard should have a written document to go by regarding procedures, duties, etc.

8. Schedule Public Hearing – A public hearing to discuss warrant ordinances was scheduled for Thursday, March 16, 2006 at 6:00pm at the Municipal Building.

9. Discuss Health Insurance – This item was discussed under item number 7.

10. Discuss Constable Position – Town Manager Sparks mentioned she spoke to Ozzy Hart about the constable position.  He told her he spoke to the District Attorney who told him that a summons could not be issued by anyone other than the Selectboard or someone who had police training.  It would not hold up in court otherwise.  Selectperson Mikols mentioned the perfect person for the job would be a retired police officer.  Selectperson Hakala mentioned Warren Ellsworth or Bruce Korhonen – they were local and had police training.  It was decided, however, that neither one would have enough time.  Mikols suggested advertising for the position.  It was decided to advertise the job in the Bethel Citizen, the Advertiser Democrat, and with Maine Municipal Association.

11. Temperature Probe – Selectperson Hakala mentioned he thought the board could use a temperature probe to help detect the temperature of posted roads.  Mikols agreed it was a good idea.  Hakala said he would order one.

12. Bio-diesel – Selectperson Hakala mentioned he thought the Town should look into using bio-diesel.  Town Manager Sparks said she would add that to the project inventory list. 

13. Adjourn Meeting – Selectperson Mikols motioned and Selectperson Hakala seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:25pm.
