Town of Greenwood
Regular Meeting of the Selectboard 

May 2, 2006
1. Open Meeting – Chairperson Loretta Mikols called the meeting to order at 5:00pm with Selectperson Wayne Hakala, Selectperson Fred Henderson, Town Manager Kimberly Sparks, and Deputy Clerk Angela Lovejoy in attendance.
2. Pledge of Allegiance – Recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. Warrants – It was motioned and seconded to accept Warrant #17 ($12,837.65), and Warrant #18 ($11,273.11).  Motion passed 3-0.

4. Minutes – It was motioned and seconded to accept the minutes of April 4, 2006 as amended.  An amendment was made to item number 15 to state “Warren Taylor Vaughn” instead of “Warren Taylor”.  Motion passed 3-0.

5. Comments from the Public – No one was present to make any comments.

6. Draft Purchasing Policy – Discussed draft purchasing policy.  Chair Mikols asked if there were any suggestions on it.  Selectperson Henderson said he wondered if the amount of $1,500 was enough for the Highway Department.  He said there might be a time when a transmission or something was needed in a hurry and transmissions could exceed $1,500.  He said he was O.K. with the amount as long as there was a way around it.  It was decided to add a waiver section to the policy.  Town Manager Sparks said she would have the changes ready for the next meeting.  

7. Project Plan Inventory – Discussed the project plan inventory.  Chair Mikols went over some of the changes she made that were discussed at the last meeting.

8. Jason Cannuli – Town Manager Sparks said that Selectperson Hakala had caught Cannuli on a posted road with an overweight truck and had issued a fine for $1,000.  She said Cannuli would like the fee waived because it was an honest mistake.  He was on Rabbitt Road and hadn’t seen the poster when he started down it.  Selectperson Hakala said he was willing to reduce the fee to $500 like he had done with others.  Selectperson Henderson motioned and Selectperson Hakala seconded to reduce Jason Cannuli’s fine from $1,000 to $500.  Motion passed 3-0.

9. Name Road off Route 26 – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that there was a driveway off form Route 26 that would soon serve two separately owned buildings.  Therefore it needed a name.  She said a letter was sent to the current owner of the building on the road and asking for a name.  To date she had received no response.  Selectperson Henderson said he wouldn’t be measuring for numbers until next week, and he thought a letter should be sent to the new owners asking them if the had a suggestion.  The Selectboard agreed.  A letter will be sent when it is known who the new owners are.

10. Town Office Remodel – Town Manager Sparks mentioned that Selectperson Henderson and Alan Sparks had accompanied Barry Collette of B.C. Heating to the Town Office to look into moving the furnace out of the damp basement into the closet.  She said Collette suggested a cold start furnace with a small electric hot water heater.  This would be much more economical for the Town Office.  She also mentioned Alan Sparks had suggested putting a sturdy canopy over the back door instead of moving it.  Currently ice and snow build up in front of the door due to the pitch of the roof and it is not safe to use as an emergency exit in the winter.  Both Collette and Alan Sparks said they would get back to Town Manager Sparks with figures.  Selectperson Mikols asked Town Manager Sparks if she was able to start on the Town Office project plan yet.  Sparks said she had an old list that she needed to update.

11. Greenwood Scholarship Policy – Town Manager Sparks mentioned the Town needed a scholarship policy.  She said there were no guidelines and currently scholarship checks were made out and sent to the school, not the student.  Richard Melville, of the Town’s School Board, mentioned that he would like to see the check made out to the student.  He had heard more than once that some schools were not crediting the students’ accounts for the money – he wasn’t sure where it was going.  Selectperson Hakala suggested making the check out to both the student and the school (student name first and school name second).  That way both would have to sign the check.  Town Manager Sparks said she would try to get a draft policy ready for the next meeting.

12. Bethel Area Chamber of Commerce Meeting – Town Manager Sparks reminded the Selectboard that the Chamber of Commerce Meeting on area development was next Tuesday.

13. Broadband Service – Selectperson Hakala mentioned that Warren Taylor Vaughn was working on documents to get a broadband service going in Greenwood.  He said West Paris was also interested.  He said he was very disappointed in Oxford Networks lately.  He said they didn’t care about “bill paying” people anymore and should be called “Androscoggin Networks”.

14. Fire Department – Selectperson Hakala mentioned that Town Manager Sparks should ask Raymond Seames for his cell phone and pager.  He thought it would benefit the Town to change the cell phone from Unicel service the U.S. Cellular.

15. Multi Purpose Room – Selectperson Mikols mentioned that she and Town Manager Sparks had re-arranged the multi-purpose room and she thought the Planning Board seamed satisfied with it.  She said they would be working on the Selectboard Room next.

16. Adjourn Meeting – It was motioned and seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:00pm.  Motion passed 3-0.
